Makin got his farm ona
“paying basis’",

After a few years of steady
progress he was able to repay
the government and obtain his
financing from private sources,

However, this family suffered
a severe setback in 1965, He
had a late crop because of hail
and adverse weather in the fall,
Because of the poor crop in 1965
his lender could not finance his
1966 crop, so Farmers Home
Administration made McMakin
an emergency loan to finance
this crop. It appears that
McMakin can pay the FHA
emergency loan and return to
his normal source of credit
after this year,

‘The other stop that the group
made was at the James A.
(Woody) Dobbins farm one mile
southwest of Needmore, Dob-
bins grew up on a cotton farm
in Alabama, but had been away
from the farm for 12 years
when he came to Bailey county
in 1964, He had been in Dallas
managing a service station, but
was tired of this and wanted to
get back to the farm,

Dobbins rented a farm, and
Farmers Home Administration
financed his equipment and op-
erating expenses, He and his
entire family rolled up their
sleeves and went to work--
plowing, moving sprinkler pipe
and hoeing weeds,

Since he had been away from
farming for several years and
had never farmed in this area,
Dobbins asked advice from the
Farmers Home Administration
supervisor and successful nei-
ghbors in order to make the
best technical and management
decisions possible,

In spite of a poor crop in
1964 he was able to pay his
FHA loan, He then rented some
more land, and Farmers Home
Administration loaned him
money to buy more equipment,
That year (1965) was a poor
year, bug it appears that be-
cause o' hard work and good
management, this family will
succeed,
