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Rev. Dan Jones
To Retire

At the Sunday morning
service of the Ropes Church
of the Nazarene, Rev. Dan
Jones announced to the con-
gregation that in May, of
this year, he will retire as an
active pastor, and that he
and his wife will make their
home in Lubbock.
