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Three Great Men

Three great explorers, Col-
umbus, Lindbergh, and John
Glenn, were all in great dan-
£er, but the one who was in
the most danger one cannot
‘tell. Each man received
something different from do-
ing his special task.

Columbus’ voyage wasn't
as great as that of the oth-
€rs, Then people believed

that if one went too far out'

to sea he would be devoured
by great sea monsters. Now,
one would not think he was
Very courageous. Columbus
was out on the ocean for
nearly three months.
Lindbergh flew across the
Atlantic Ocean from New
York to Paris, France. He
hagd the risk of crashing in
the ocean and drowning. I
think his voyage was greater
than Columbus’. Lindbergh
flew over the Atlantic Ocean

in thirty-three hours.

John Glenn flew around
the world three times in a-
bout four and one-half hours.

His and Lindbergh’s voyages:

were about the same risk,
but Glenn’s might have been
somewhat greater.

Columbus’ and Lindbergh’s
‘voyages were about the game
distance. Lindbergh’s voyage
took thirty-three hours, while
Columbus’ voyage took three
months. Glenn went around
the earth three times in four
and one-half hours. Glenn’s
voyage was nearly ten times
as far in distance,”and about
twenty-nine hours less in
#ime than Lindbergh’s voy-
age. It was sixty-nine days,
mineteen and one-half hours
less than Columbus’ voyage.
Glenn’s voyage was probably
the most important because
of the scientific knowledge
gained.
