NATTAS — “The Gun Contrcl
Act of 1968 was passed by Congress
to help Federal. State and lacesl
Iaw enforcement officials in their
fich{ against erime and vinlence.'
Carl Booth, TRS Alcohol, Tobaccc
and Fireearms Chief Special Inves-
ticator for Texas said. addinz that
i* was in ne way intended to hin-
der the activities of hunfers and
sporismen.

As an example, Mr. Booth said
hunters and sportsmen can pur-
chase ammunition in any siate,
and likewise can carry their own
firearms across a state line as
long as they are not convicted fel-
~s5, or under indictment for &
felony; fugitives from justice; un-
lawful - users of dmﬂs or menta.
incompetents.

Further, Mr. Booth said hunters,
sportsmen, competitive shooters, or
aryone legally using a gun in a
state other than his home state can
acquire ancther firearm if his
stolen or
becomes inoperative.

He said the law requires only
that the huver in these circum-
stances make oui an affidavit for
the dealer's records, and provide
with the title of the
