July L 1968 and compares with 
a total of $400,000 available 
to the two agencies in the cur-
rent fiscal year. 

The preliminary study of 
water import possibilities was 
launched in 1966 by the Bur_ 
eau of Reclamation and was 
broadened in 1967 by Mahon's 
Appropriations Committee to 
include the Corps of Engineers 
in order to achieve proper co-
ordination of the study. 

Mahon reiterated that the 
importation of water into the 
area was a long-range propo- 

sition that will require the 
coordinated efforts of many 
interests.

PEACE AND LAW 

Homer Hender301 

A plea for American virtue 
and sanity might certainly be 
based upon our national oti-
jection to war as a matter of 
policy in the pursuit of inter_ 
national relations. We ore 
taxed, armed, and drafter for 
the sake of national defense. 
We have a secretary of de-
fense, not a secretary of war. 
Especially in such perilous and 
uncertain times as these, those 
of us who wish to keep faith 
in national purposes and who 
wish to reserve some amouoe 
of trust in our government 
and its leaders must ground 
our patriotism in the hope. if 
not the belief, that America 
is fundamentally a peace-lov_ 
ing nation. Whether one is a 
"Hawk" or "Dove" regarsirg 
the present war in Vietnam, 
there must be some agrement 
among all that war is the pri 
mitive and barbaric curse ( f 
mankind. Surely, Americans 
of all labels and partisanships 
ought to agree that our count 
ry's greatness depends very 
largely on our ability to lead 
in the continuing quest for 
peace. 

Yet there are a great many! 
citizens who on the one hand 
believe in the pursuit of peace' 
who vote for it, and who have 
even fought for it but on the 
other hand do not really be-
lieve that a lasting peace a-
mong the nations of the world 
is even possible. In short, they 
subscribe to the old misquote.- I 
tion from the New Testame; it: 
"There will always be wars and 
rumors of wars." This state-
ment is totally unscripturai 
(see: Mark 13:7, Mathew 24:6, 
Luke 21:9), but it is certainly 
descriptive of an attitude or 
an atmosphere which is grow_ 
ing in America. Some are be-
ginning to say that since war 
is inevitable we must be skil_ 
led in the talents of making 
war in order to survive as a 
people. Evidences o f this 
attitude are apparent in our 
whole system of defense. Bomb 
loaded planes in the air 24 
hours of every day, nuclear 
testing, the arms race in mis-
sile production, and the larg-
est single item in our national 
budget going for the purpose 
of defense all indicate the 
preoccupation of the world 
with the prospect of war; for 
all other world powers are 
bristling with the same kinds 
of defense preparations. 

Given the world situation 
with its present hostilitis, 
there' is no doubt much truth 
in the claim that the best way 
to,  prevent war is to have a 
strong defense, the claim that' 
peace and arms belong to.. I 
gether. Be that as it may. I 
cannot support the belief that .  
there will always, be wars and 
rumors of wars nor that the 
arms race is the best way toi 
peace. Law arrived at and 
enforced by the people it gov-{ 
erns is the only means of a 
lasting peace. Far from prov.. 
ing that war is inevitalqle,1 
history demonstrates that` 
wherever law has become ef-
fective peace has broken out 
Primitive man lived in war-
like tribes, but he soon learn-
ed that it was to his advant-
age for tribes to agree to live 
together in peace according to 
law. So towns grew out of 
tribes, and the towns made 
-war on one another until mu-
tual respect of certain laws 
brought the towns together in 
to nations. Then nation made 
war against nation until very 

war. 

In 1842, English poet Alfred 
Lord Tennyson wrote these 
words: "The war-drum throb_ 
bed no longer, and the battle 
flags a ere furled / In the Par-
liament of man, the Federa-
tion of the world. /There the 
common sense of most shall 
hold a fretful realm in awe„' 
And the kindly earth shall 
slumber, lapped in universal 
law."
