But,
alcohol is only a temporary
solution—it is not lasting.
This kind of habit brings a
small amount of pleasure,
but the bad effects are great-
er than the pleasure.

Temorse time after drunken-
ness.) :

Mowrer offers a solution to
less than satisfying habit pat
‘terns by indicating that we
must work to establish new
“habit patterns which are
‘more pleasing. We may think
to ourselves that such and =0
new habit pattern wonld
bring us more happiness than
an old habit pattern, but
thinking about it won’t geb
the job done. Just thinking

about it does not give the ex-
perience necessary to help us
completely understand it. To
find new and long lasting ha
bit patterns which bring
more satisfaction, we must
actively engage in them, we
must work at it.
