From Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. 

The stalemate between the House 
Agriculture Committee and the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture over 
the limitation of individual pay-
ments under government programs 
for cotton, wheat, feed grains, sugar 
and wool still exists. And it contin-
ues to block congressional action on 
a farm bill. 

Debate on the $7.5 billion Agricul-
ture Appropriations Bill, which pas-
sed the House June 9, revealed that 
some progress may have been made 
toward resolving the issue. But the 
direction of the progress is nothing 
to promote optimism on the part of 
farmers. 

• 

Congressman Paul Findley (R-III.) 
offered his perennial amendment to 
the appropriations bill which would 
limit to $2,0,000 the total payments 
to any farmer on any one commo-
dity. He was badly defeated, not 
because a majority of the House 
membership is opposed to a pay-
ment limitation, but because in ef-
fect he was proposing to limit pay-
ments for 1971 before any payments 
have been authorized. , 

Even Finciley's long-time partner 
in advocating a payment limitation, 
Representative Silvio Conte (R-
Mass.) deserted him and urged the 
House to wait until a farm bill was 
under consideration before renewing 
the limitations battle. And in his 
speech he indicated that USDA offi-
cials and some members of the 
House Agriculture Committee may 
be coming around to accepting a 
compromise between the $110,000 
maximum per crop first suggested 
by USDA and the $10,000 per crop 
he (Conte) intends to fight for. 

He revealed that he, Findley and 
another limitations promoter, Con-
gressman Albert Ouie (R-Minn.). 
had met with an ad hoc committee 
of the Committee on Agriculture

The limitation of payments is not 
a simple matter, as pointed out by 
Congressman Price, when the limit 
is to apply to multiple crops on the 
same farm, multiple producers on 
the same farm and to individuals 
who have an interest in crops on 
many farms. More than a little dif-
ficulty was encountered in the ad-
ministration of the $5,000 per person 
limit that applied to the Conservation 
Reserve program from 1056 through 
196n. Regulations developed to make 
that limitation effective had grown 
by 1959 to over 800 words, and in-
equities were still to be found.
