RUNNING IN PLACE 

Homer Henderson 

(Editor's Note: We are very 
pleased this week to intro-
duce to our reading public a 
series of articles • v...,,ten by 
the new pastor of the Ropes 
Methodist Church, Rev. Hom-
er Henderson. These articles 
will appear weekly, and we 
know they will add much 
interest to the Plainsman.) 

If you have ever watched a 
football team during pre-
game warm-up, then you are 
familiar with the exercise 
called "running - in - 
The team lines up across the 
field and begins to go through 
all the motions of running 
with one exception: They 
never get anywhere. 

Some of us spend our lives 
running in place. We run to 
escape the most basic reali-
ties of human existence: the 
tealities of self, of other peo-
ple, and of God. But we run 
in place. Exhausting our best 
energies, losing valuable time, 
and thwarting our creativity, 
we run frantically never get-
ting anywhere. 

The person running to es-
cape himself is a tragic fig-
ure. He can never relax and 
be who he really is. He puts 
on the make-up -1 a fake per 
sonslity, of hyr rocrtsy, or of 
false pretense. lf he feels 
inferior to others, he may at-
tempt to put on a front of 
absolute self-confidence. If 
he feels superior to others, he 
will most likely refuse to see 
the good points in other peo-
ple. In either case, such a 
person will be running in 
place; for by attempting to 
escape himself by being some 
thing he is not, he actually 
becomes more obsessed with 
himself and never gets any-
where. 

It follows that the person 
who cannot live with himself 
also cannot live successfully 
with other people. Since he 
has made himself over to be 
a false person, no one else 
can ever really know him. 
'Thus we so often run from 
deep and honest involvement 
in the lives of those who need 
to be accepted for who they 
are and who would gladly ac-
cept u, as we are. However, 
such involvement, we fear, 
might reveal our own pre-
tense.
