'idemand for those services has

added an extra burden onto
the migrant’s already difficult
life style.

These workers try to provide
as best they can for their fami-
lies, but quite often the quality
of health care they recive or
the nutrition of their diet, or
even their environmental llv-
ing condltions, pose great pro-
blems that are difficult for
them to overcome,

In an effort to help them to
solve some of those problems,
the Texas Health Project of
the Texas State Department of
Health was initiated. The Tex
as Migrant Project is a feder-
ally-funded program that was
created to protect the health
status of the seasonal, migra-
tory farmworkers and their de-
pendents. Some 22 local mi-
grant health projects are now
operating in key counties a-
cross the State.

The objective of local mi-
grant health projects is to pro.
vide direct medical. denta: and
public health services to the
migrant worker and his de-
pendents. This usually is
done on a fee-for-service basis
with a private physician or den
[tist, or through a public health
clinic.
