Last Friday 
brought to a close the Day 
Camping program for Jun-
iors. This week will feature 
the Intermediate Camp pro-
gram for the Brownfield Dis-
trict at Ceta Canyon. 

The day camping program 
is new in this section of the 
country, but has been used 
in some sections of the 
Church for some time. In 
this type of camp, the 
workers and children go to 
a suitable spot and camp 
for the day. 	They return 
to their homes at night, 
which has its advantages. 
It keeps children under the 
supervision of their parents 
at night, while giving them 
the instruction, recreation, 
and inspiration of a camp-
ing program for about eight 
hours in the day. 	It has 
some disadvantages also. The 
principle disadvantages deals 
with the adult workers. In 
a camping situation such as 
Ceta Canyon, the adult 
workers are relieved of 
home responsibilities and 
can consecrate all their ef-
forts to the carrying on of 
the camp program. How-
ever, for a new experience, 
this was a very successful 
camp. 

The Intermediate Camp 
began Monday afternoon and 
will close Friday noon at 
Ceta Canyon. 	This is a 
very lovely campsite located 
about 12 or 14 miles just a 
fraction north but mostly 
east of Happy, Texas. Ceta 
Canyon is a tributary of the 
Palo Duro system.

We say 
vacation in California—that 
is where the trip terminated 
As a matter of fact, the 
trip was one long ride, with 
visits to spots of historical 
interest. To give an idea of 
what we viewed and didn't 
view, we think it best to 
take the trip by states. 

New Mexico

Early the next morning we 
took off for Fort Sumner 
and the burial place of Billy 
the kid, horn William Boney. 
Here we learned that the 
old fort, which once stood 
near the site of the grave 
had vanished, as well as 
other historical landmarks 
Near the grave there is a 
museum filled with many 
relics of the days of Billy 
the Kid. There are actual 
photographs of the enemies 
and friends of the Kid, and 
in a prominent place is a 
photo of Sheriff Pat Garret 
the nemesis of the Kid. Al-
so displayed is a picture of 
the Maxwell House where 
Sheriff Garrett perforated 
the none too tender hide of 
the Kid. This house nu 
longer stands, but there is 
a picture of the floor plan. 

The Kid is laid to rest in 
a predominantly Catholic 
cemetery, with a grave of 
his two pals on one side 
While Catholic crosses and 
Spanish names appear all 
around him, his tombstone 
is a large one without the 
cross, bearing the inscrip-
tion, "William Boney, Alias 
The Kid". 

The Kid was a rather 
tough hombre, and from 
pictures of his likeness, he 

The story goes that Gar-
rett was out looking for the 
Kid, and hoping he would 
not find him. 	For some 
reason he had come to the 
Maxwell house where he was 
sitting by the bedside of 
Maxwell who was ill. 	It 
was dusk, with the shadows 
of night rolling in. 	Billy 
the Kid, who had been hid-
ing in the home of a Mexi-
can friend, found they were 
out of coffee and went to 
borrow some from his frierea 
Maxwell. As he approached 
he saw there was no light 
in the house. Step/ing up 
on the porch, Garrett recog-
nized him in the dim light 
and called his name. 

As the Kid whirled Gar-
rett fired, and that was the 
end of The Kid.
