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In many church denomi-
nations more and more em-

-phasis is being placed on 
what is called 'pastoral care'. 
Paistoral care has to do with 
the ministry, the care, one 
person or group of persons 
-does for another person or 
groups of persons. As Christ-
ian people we must pastor t 
one another as Christ is a 
pastor to us. We must bind 
up each other's wounds and 
help each other over tte 
rough places in life's road. 

Those professionals who 
spend their days in study 
and teaching about pastoral 
care have come up with ma-
ny pointers for us. One of 
the finest pointers has to do 
with how we go about react-
ing to people. Anytime we 
come into contact with oth-
ers, we react toward them it 
some way. We do not remain 
untouched by our contact. 
We are attracted, We are re-
phased. We like or dislike. 
' Now, if we are to pastor to 
• people, we must accept them. 
'This is not to say ' that we 
,make ourselves like those per 
sons we really feel a dislike 

,toward. Acceptance means 
that we react toward there 
by taking them as they are. 

• To accept a person is to al-
low him to be himself around 
you. This is how we should 
react. We should allow a 
person to be himself and not 
try to force him to be what 

-we think he should be. 
For instance, suppose you 

rare in a discussion with some 
one and they come up with 

- what you consider to be a 
horrible statement. ' Perhaps 
they argue for prejudice. Now 
their argument and their 
words may repulse you The 
argument may anger you. 

How should you react? Es-
pecially, how should you re-
-act if you are certain their 
:argument is wrong in view of 
the Christian Gospel? 

Your reacticin should take 
-the form of acceptance. You 
should let them say all they 
have to say. Accept what 

-they say so that they can 
get it all out of their system. 

Then after you have allow-
ed them to get the whole of 
their line of thinking out in 
the open, begin to look at 
their thinking with them. 

The longer I live and study 
I become more convinced 
-that none of us really knows 
-we are in error until we ca a 
actually say that error to a-i 
mother person. Once our 
-erroneous thinking is out in 
the open in front of a person 
-who has accepted us, then 
-we can begin to see wherein 
-we were wrong. But, if the 
person to whom we are talk-
ing hears a little of what we 
say and quickly cuts us off, 
does not acept us, then there 
Is little chance that we can 
see our error. 

If we are to pastor to one 
another, our reaction must 
take the form of acceptance. 
Acceptance means that you 
hear a man out whether or 
not you disagree. Acceptance 
means that you take a man 
as he is and not as you think 
he ought to be. We must aee 
who we are and where we are 
before we can change int.)
