The strain on fire fighting
apparatus appearsd not to ba as
great and there was no Indica-
tion that It was necessary te call
In fire-fighting apparatus from
outlying districta.

Changing weather conditions were
belleved to have caused the abrupt
all-clear after about four hours
because of the risk of landing
crushes for the homing bombers,
