During 1962 death stalked
the streets and highways of
Texas for a record of 2,421
., human lives in traffic mis-
haps, an increase of 107 over
1961. Another 144,943 were
sent to doctors and hospitals,
an increase of 12,373 over
1961, some of these injured
being maimed for life. Some
400,000 automobiles were da-
maged or demolished, Our
economic loss came to an
astounding figure of $387,-
843,000, an increase of $31,-
731,000 over 1961. Our lia-
bility and collision insurance
‘premiums came to a sum
over two hundred and seven-
‘ty five million dollars.

Hockley County’s contribu-
tion to the 1962 Texas traffic
«cost was 6 Kkilled, 57 injured,
and an estimated property
damage of $56,006.00.

If the 2,421 dead traffic
victims were stacked In a
pile, the dimensions would be
about 2 3/5 miles in length,
or 3/4 of a mile in width, or
4/10 of a mile in height. The
«dimensions for the 144,943 in-
Jjured would be 158 miles in
length, or 46 miles in width,
or 23 miles in height, The,
dimensions of the some 400.~

-vehicles would be 1,330 miles
in length, or 500 miles in
width, or 379 miles in height.

Brock Is
No Billed

Commissioners Ordered To
Stop School-Church Work
Among the cases to come
before the Hockley County
Grand Jury this past week
was that of County Commis-
sioner Myrl Brock—we never
did learn on what specific

no more than it was stated
that one time he was a meni-
ber of a dirt moving concern
after he became commission-
er.

We were surprised when
the Levelland Newspaper saicl
“Probable Criminal Charges”
could come out of this and
we were further surprised
when the district attorney
scooped it up and placed it
before the grand jury. We
don’t think there were ever
any grounds for the first
statement, nor sufficient evi-
dence to have it placed ba-
fore the grand jury. In a
telephone conservation with
the district attorney just af-
ter the above headline was
printed in the Levelland
newspaper, he refused to say
whether he thought a law
had been violated or not, but
stated he was turning it over
to the grand jury.

We don’t think, and didn’t
think at the time, there were
any grounds for criminal ac-
tion. One lawyer spoofed at
the idea, another laughed
and said, “Politics.”

There is no law on the sta-
tute books, nor has there ever
been a law on the statute
books, whiich stated a county
commissioner could not have
other business connection
while serving as commission-
er. The intimation that Myrl
Brock might be connected
with a shady deal is the
most preposterous thing we
ever heard of.

However, this is not all
The grand jury, in making
its report, issued orders—re-
commendations — that the
county commissioners should
desist from using their ma-
chinery in helping schools
and churches of the county
with paving around their
buildings, that such was a
violation of the law.

can find at home.

On the ninth of November
‘you will go to the polls and
decide whether or not the
poll tax shall be abolished.
If you are in favor of abol-
ishing it you are also in fav-
or of taking two million dol-
lars out of the Texas school
fund which goes to help in
the operation of state public

| schools.

We are opposed to this
| In the first place the poil
tax is not being abolished. If
the present amendment car-
ries the only difference will
be—you will pay less for your
poll tax—instead of $1.75 you
will pay 25 cents. This ap-
plies to all people—those up
to a hundred years old or
older if they want to voie
but it, at the same time, robs
the schools of the state.

Naturally, the school fund
will have to be found 1
some other place—the two
million collars cannot be
spared. It will be made up
with, perhaps, a state in-
come tax, an increase in the
sales tax, or another few
cents added to the gasoline
tax. But, no matter how. it
will have to be raised so, in
fact, you are gaining nothing
if you abolish the present
poll tax. i

Any man who is capable of
voting can raise the meager
sum now required. In this
state the poll tax does nct
discriminate — any man or
woman twenty-one years old
and over, black, white, tan
or red, can secure the right
to vote for the small sum of
$1.75, and one dollar of that
goes into the school fund.
