In 1966, 
only 15 per cent of the speci-
mens from Group C were re-
sistant to administration of 
the drug, compared to 77 per 
cent in 1968. 

Administration o f small 
doses of sulfa drugs to large 
populations over a long period 
of time may have resulted in 
favoring the survival 
drug-resistan tstrain. 

But the outlook is not com-
pletely bleak. Much progress 
has been made in research 
against the disease. An ex-
perimental vaccine has  been 
developed that provides 90 per e  
cent protection against one  of 
the three major types of me-
ningitis for up to a year. Of 
course  this means there is no 
vaccine for the other two 
types. But, Dr. Lerro reportS 
researchers are working deli-
gently on a three-way vaccine 
which will be effective against 
all three forms.

Woodson said such losses of 
small animals, birds and fish 
due to field applications of 
DDT and other chlorinated 
hydrocarbon insecticides "have 
been inconsequential compar-
ed to the gain to American 
consumers in terms of ade-
quate quantities of high qual-
ity food and fiber." He acded 
that the types of small aniargls 
birds and fish killed by fied 
applications of such insecti-
cides are thriving and multi-
plying in the same areas where 
insecticides have been used 
extensively. 

"Let's put the issue in per-
spective!" Woodson declared. 
He explained that statistical 
reports show that exposure to 
direct sunlight "is ten times 
more harmful that DDT or 2,1 
4, 5-T" and that habitual use 

of tobacco "is 10,000 times 

more dangerous" than a build 

up of DDT in fatty tissues of 
the body.
