Hot Weather Brings 
Lawn Problems 

Summer means hot weather in 
Texas along with outdoor sports 
and long lazy days. It also brings 
lawn problems. 

"Lawn problems can cause many 
headaches for homeowners unless 
they are accurately diagnosed and 
properly treated before they 
become severe," points out Dr. 
Richard L. Duble, turfgrass 
specialist for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. 

"Dry spots, thin turf and weeds 
are symptoms of improper 
watering, fertilizing and mowing 
practices," notes Duble. "Before 
applying a chemical to correct lawn 
problems, be sure that recom-
mended cultural practices are 
followed." 

Drouth stress most often occurs 
in mid-summer and shows up as 
wilted, discolored turf. Watering 
schedules should be adjusted to 
wet the soil to a depth of four to six

Schools in pioneer days often 
were given such fancy names as 
Cottonwood, Flower Grove, Rose-
dale, etc. 

Such a name, "Primrose", was 
given to the first public school in 
Hockley County, according to 
historian O.R. Watkins. 

Although Primrose had a 
relatively short span of life, it 
served its day and is typical of 
many schools in pionner communi-
ties across the Texas Plains. 

It also exemplifies the change 
from ranch life to farm life out 
here. 

Primrose School was built by 
pioneer farm families, who arrived 
in Hockley County as "home-
steaders" in 1902 and 1903. The 
so-called "nesters" were firmly 
established by 1909 and the 
decision was made to build a 
school. 

Lumber was freighted from Big 
Spring by mule team in 1909 and 
residents of the • community 
donated time and built a one-room 
schoolhouse with two outdoor 
privies. 

Site was about 1 mile to the

southwest of the present town of 
Ropesville. 

"The flower-dotted prairie 
prompted the people to name the 
school Primrose," Watkins wrote. 

The first term opened Dec. 13, 
1909 with Miss Ozella Smith as 
first teacher. 

There were 23 pupils. There was 
not a single desk and for five 
weeks, school was taught without 
a blackboard and chalk. There was 
no well at the school, so pupils had 
to bring their own water from 
home. Finally, a table was built for 
the teacher. School lasted seven 
months. 

Mrs. Mary Blankenship, one of 
the pioneer settlers of the 
Primrose community, once de-
scribed Primrose School: 

"The school became our social 
center, serving both children and 
parents for school, church, 
singings, Christmas, Easter egg 
hunts, box suppers, prayer 
meetings, voting box,community 
center and the grounds for 
baseball games." 

Also, the school is typical in that 
the first teacher, Miss Smith, 
married Walt Hendricks, a settler, 
and quit teaching. 

Among early families that sent 
children to Primrose School were: 
Blankenship, Cowan, Ardis, Tim-
mons, Brown, Carter, Dixon, 
Witherspoon, Rose, Baker and 
Perritt. 

Primrose became a public school 
district in 1911. 

The school served the com-
munity until 1917, when a railroad 
was built from Lubbock to 
Seagraves in Gaines County. A 
depot was built at the present site 
of Ropesville and a town sprang 
up. 

This sounded the death knell of 
Primrose School and the com-
munity.

VA News 
Jack Coker, Veterans Adminis-

tration Regional Director, advises 
veterans headed for the first time 
this summer or fall for classrooms 
under the GI Bill to act promptly if 
they want advance payment of 
educational checks. 

Coker noted a record 2.4 million 
veterans and military service 
personnel trained in fiscal year 
1974, and the agency made 
563,250 advance payments total-
ing $211.3 million. So far this fiscal 
year, 659,300 payments in the 
amount of $243.6 million have 
been made. 

Advance payments were in-
itiated in August 1973 to assist  

veterans who, after starting to 
school, find themselves in financial 
difficulty while awaiting their first 
VA checks. 

Coker said a veteran who plans 
to enter school should first make 
certain he has a certificate of 
eligibility. If he hasn't, one should 
be obtained from the hearest VA 
office. 

The certificate must be 
presented to the school of the 
veteran's choice. The school, if it 
accepts the veteran, will forward 
it and the enrollment certification 
(on the reverse side) to VA. 

Coker explained that if the 
agency receives this information 
at least 30 days before 
registration, veterans who train 
half time or more may pick up 
their first check when they 
register. The first check will cover 
training allowances for the first 
two months, or one month and a 
portion of a month, depending 
upon the registration date. 

Under current rates, a single 
veteran in school full time 
receives $270 monthly, with two 
dependents $366, and those with 
three or more dependents receive 
an additional $22 monthly for each 
dependent over two. 

Half time rates are $135 
monthly for a single veteran, $160 
monthly for veterans with one 
dependent and $182 monthly for 
those with two dependents. 
Veterans with three or more 
dependents receive an additional 
$11 monthly for each dependent 
over two.

Many frustrated 
hunters call them "elevators" 
because of their ability to go 
up and down the sheer cliffs 
and bluffs of the Texas 
Panhandle. During the past 
10 years, only some 400 sheep 
have been killed. This adds up 
to about 15 man hours per 
successful hunt. This year the 
season is from Nov. 15 - 21st 
and permits are issued by the 
landowners in the area. Tip of 
the Week: plastic worm 
fishing? Break off the leading 
12 or 18 inches of line every 
hour or so and re-tie the hook. 
That portion gets worn, 
nicked, and weakened quick-
er, and can be the weak link in 
the chain.

inches, and only when the grass 
shows symptoms of drouth stress. 
Mowing heights might also be 
raised one-half ince to improve 
drouth tolerance in mid-summer. 

"Lack of nitrogen or iron often 
creates a lawn problem. Grass with 
a nitrogen deficience may have a 
pale color and be heavily infested 
with weeds," explains the Texas 
A&M University System specia-
list. "Abundant seedheads are 
another symptom of nitrogen 
deficiency. A light application of a 
soluble nitrogen fertilizer will 
improve the lawn's appearance." 

Grass leaves that have yellow 
and green stripes parallel to the 
leaf margins may be deficient in 
iron. An application of iron sulfate 
or iron chelate at six ounces per 
1,000 square feet will usually solve 
this problem, says Duble. 

If a St. Augustine lawn has 
symptoms similar to nitrogen or 
iron deficiency but does not 
respond to applications of either 
material, St. Augustine Decline 
(S.A.D.) should be suspected. 
Close examination of turf infected 
with S.A.D. shows green and 
yellow blotches on the leaves. 
Good maintenance practices 
should be continued where S.A.D. 
is a problem. Also, Floratam, a new 
St. Augustine grass variety which 
is resistant to S.A.D., may be 
sprigged into the infected-area. 

"Chinch bugs and white grubs 
are two insects that cause lawn 
problems," points out the 
specialist. "The symptoms are 
similar to that of drouth stress and 
insects should be identified prior to 
initiating chemical treatment." 

Adult chinch bugs are about 
one-sixth inch long with black 
bodies and white wings folded over 
the back. To find chinch bugs, sink 
a can woth both ends open into the 
ground and fill the can with water. 
The bugs will float to the surface in 
three to five minutes. 

White grubs are the larval stage 
of the May or June beetle and are 
about one inch long with white 
bodies and dark heads. They are 
usually found in a curled or 
half-moon position several inches 
below the ground. White grubs can 
destroy the entire root system of 
lawn grasses so that the turf can be 
rolled like a carpet. 

Chinch bugs can be controlled 
with applications of diazinon, 
Trithion, Ethion or Aspon and 
white grubs with chlordane or 
diazinon. 

Brown patch disease is another 
prlblem with St. Augustine grass, 
adds Duble. The disease is caused 
by a fungus that attacks St. 
Augustine lawns each fall. Brown 
patch can be distinguished from 
drouth and chinch bug damage by 
the emergence of new growth in

the center of the diseased circle 
which gives the diseased area a 
doughnut shaped appearance. 
Brown patch should be treated 
with a fungicide when it first 
appears; several applications at 
10-day intervals may be needed. 

"The best way to keep a healthy, 
attractive lawn," advises Duble, 
"is through proper mowing, 
watering and fertilization. These 
regular maintenance practices 
allow you to keep a check on lawn 
conditions so that you'll be able to 
detect a problem early should one 
develop."

The weight of current evidence slightly favors a "gradual 
improvement" in cotton markets over the near-term, according 
to Donald Johnson, Executive Vice-President of Lubbock-based 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., and a number of factors point 
to substantially better markets over the next few years. 

These were conclusions drawn by the High Plains cotton 
producer organization executive in a talk before the Board of 
Directors of the Texas Cotton Ginners Association at a meeting 
May 29 at Lubbock's South Park Inn. 

"Based on the information we have been able to gather 
over the past . week," Johnson said, "it is improbable that U.S. 
cotton plantings in 1975 will reach the 9.9 million acres 
indicated by USDA's March 1 planting intentions survey." 
Acreage is more likely to be around 9 million or a little 
above, Johnson stated. 

Mississippi, Louisiana and Arkansas, plagued by excess 
rainfall during the planting season, are three of the states 
where cotton acreage may fall well below earlier expectations. 
In Mississippi, for example, where USDA on March 1 pro-
jected 1.2 million acres, informed sources now report that the 
total will be no more than 900,000 and could be somewhat 
less. Should Mississippi's cotton fall below 900,000 acres, it 
would be the smallest acreage in that state since 1866. 

Along with low acreage Johnson cited generally late crops 
and far from ideal weather conditions to date as further 
indications that U.S. cotton production in 1975 may fall- a 
million bales or more below an expected domestic and export 
combined offtake of around 10 million bales. 

The projected 6 million bale carryover on August 1 of this 
year and currently slack demand would rule against a strong 
or sudden upsurge in prices this fall or ,_:arly 1976, he con-
tinued, "but more unfavorable weather and/or a pickup 
in textile demand could change that picture very quickly." 

On demand for textile products, Johnson said there are 
indications of an upturn, "but these are not yet firm enough 
nor convincing enough to put mills into any sustained buying 
mood." 

For his long-range bullishness on Texas cotton, Johnson 
leans heavily on the movement of textile producing capacity 
to Texas and the Southwest. 

"We are now at the point of significant industry develop-
ment, particularly in the area of open-end spinning," he said, 
"and this will strengthen the position of Texas cotton both 
here and in the rest of the world::
