Lion of new ones are always made 
by the elected school boards of 
reorganized districts." These de-
cisions "are based upon consider-
ations such as the cost and the! 
quality of programs and facilities 
and the convience of students and 
parents. No school board discards 
a good school building if it can be t  
...effectively utilised."  

The "good school building" com 
ment is very definitely a point in 
our favor, since we have a new , 
building not yet paid for. The im-
portant point, however, is that this 
part of the report can be locally 
determined by you the parent, 
teacher and John Doe Citizen. 
There is no statedlaw on Texas' 
books saying what siza a school 
system has to be. 	Everything, 
thus far, is merely suggestive. It 
is up to you to determine what 
laws will be enacted. 

As to the continued existence of 
our town and community, there is 
never any guarantee that an area 
will survive sucially, or economi-
cally. In 1960, about 31 percent of 
Texas' population lived in non-
metropolitan areas. By 1980 if 
present trends continue, fewer 
than one in five of our people will 
reside in the small towns and ru-
ral areas of our state. This means 
four-fifths will live in metropolitan 
areas. Look at our own area 
'where several farmers already 
'drive out from Lubbock or Ropes 
to distant land and cultivate it. 
Blame the automobile and mod-
ernization for this, not the Gov-
ernor's Committee. 

What we need to do at present 
is to quit griping about the possi-
bility of losing our community 
and go to work to assure it con-
tinuation by establishing a first 
'class school system. 	After all, 
most people consider the school 
system of an area before they 
move in, if it is possible to do so. 
I don't mean to suggest that we 
do not now have an adequate 
school system. 	The latest high 
score of our seniors on college en-
trance exams indicates that a 
more than adequate job js being 
done. But that's today, friends: 

-WHAT ABOUT TOMORROW??? 
We cannot afford to live on past 
laurels, anymore than we can af-
ford to exist on yesterday's know-
ledge alone. Any system that is 
good can be made better. There 
is always room for improvement. 

This brings us to the second as-
sumed fact, quote: "Rural dis-
tricts would be forced to support 
an unreasonable tax burden for 
the benefits of urban districts." 
Also, "Many farmers and ranch-
ers would suffer because their 
lands do not produce enough in- 
come to pay property taxes based 
on the sale price which the pro- 
perty would bring." To answer 
the first allegation, one would 
only have to turn to a state board 
financial statement concerning mo-
aley spent per student in this state.

In most cases, the rural area re-
ceives twice—even three times the 
money per student that urban 
areas receive. This discrepancy 
is brought about by the fact that 
more than 800 Texas school dis-
tricts still assess property for 
school tax purposes at less than 
20 per cent of its value. Combine 
this with unreliable county tax 
rolls, exempt lands, distorted 
county tax policies, and unrealistic 
land evaluation projection and you 
have a minor blackmail system 
on your hands. 

As to the farmer and his pro-
ductively-property value problem; 
a state constitutional amendment 
passed in 1967 provides that lands 
from which the owner derives 
more than half of his income be 
taxed on the basis of proluctivity, 
rather than actual market value. 
This would be quite fair, since 
productivity is actually the basis 
on which the farmer makes his 
living. 

In closing, I would have you re-
member first that this particular 
article does not anywhere near 
cover all the problems created by 

I the Governor's Committee Report. 
It is only one man's attempt to 
answer what he thought to be 
misguided assumptions. There are 
many areas of the report which 
need individual attention from the 
public and the legislature, since 
they tend to over simplify and tell 
half-truths about some situations 
in Texas' Public School System. 
Secondly, the comments made in 
this article-column week by week 
are made on the basis of one per- 
son's observations. 	These opser- 
vations are clouded (as are your 
own) by the personality, environ-
ment, background, and interests of 
the individual. They do not nes 
nessarily represent a majority 
opinion; but they are honestly and 
and sincerely presented. 	If at 
anytime you wish to rebuke, to 
compliment, to agree, or disagree 
with stated opinions, please ad- I 
dress your remarks to: P. 0.
