-I have named it Mr. Tricks-
ter.

Mr. Trickster works in this
way. Our eyes are opened to
‘«other people’s sins. Nothing
becomes so easy for us to see
as other person’s errors and
sins. They are clear and self-
evident for all to see. This is
‘a gift to us from Sin itself,
this gift to be able to recogni-
ze cin in other people.

But there are two catches
‘to this gift. First, we cannot
see our own sins. Ofher per-
son’s sing are clear to our
eyes, but our own sins we ne-
ver see. This is why the Gos-
pel is said to have a cutting
vedge. Thi is why George Fox,
founder of the Quaker reli-
gion, said “The light that
‘heals us also shows us cur
:8in.” This is why John Wes-
ey never expected his early
-Methodist preachers to stay
long in one place. He thought
.a good preacher was telling
people about their sins. Of
«course, this would anger peo-
ple and they would drive out
their pastor.

Mr. Trickster, Sin, gives us
the gift of seeing other peo-
ple’s sins. The first -catch
he attaches to the gift is that
we are blinded to our own.

But there is a second catch
to the gift that is even more
tricky than the first. The sin
‘we are able to see_in other
;people is usually the sins we
also are guilty of but can-
not cee in ourselves. This is
the greatest trick that sin
plays upon us. It lets us see
other people’s sins, but the
.sins we see in them and pro-
claim in gossip to the world
are usually our own sins.

And here 1s where the
laughter omes in. The people
‘we gossip to about another
person’s sin, see in us that
same sin in us which we are
foo blind to see. And the par
son we gossip to goes away
daughing and saying, “X com
plained, gossipped because Y
is a false backbiter, and yet
this is what I, Mr. Z, would
.say is exactly wrong with Mr
X2

Two weeks ago a layman
friend in another church
came to me complaining ab-
out his pastor. It jeems that
‘his pastor is not too friendly.
And I listened to the com-
plaint, but laughed inside be-
cause this is my layman
friend’s worst fault. He |is
not friendly to anyone. I
‘knew him ten years before
Jhe was ever friendly to me.

Sin is a trickster, It 1s a
«deadly trickster because 1t
separates us one from the
other by revealing to us one
another's faults. Let us not
gossip about one another’'s
Taults as those faults mignt
well be our own.
