There Vvduld appear to be 
pour' siplt. Ornptomi charactE 
er*tie 'Of oar time and our 
community. First, there is a 
planless, day-to-day attitude 
toward life. (Viktor Frankis' 
');he Doctor, and the Soul) . We 
sUnPly:do ' not look beyond 
our nose. There are two rea-
son? for this: the war and-
current religious unrest. 

The war—World War II, 
the Korean War, Viet Nam—
has bad effects upon us. We 
cease to live beyond the day.. 
This is especially sten in our 
young men of draft age. They 
cease to plan until after the 
draft. 

Our religious unrest has 
tended to decry a heaven of 
the gold street variety. And so 
men have all but junked the 
idea of heaven altogether. 
When man can look no fur-
ther than this life, then, of 
couttse, lie ceases to plan be-
yond today. 

The word of the Christian 
faith is that we must make 
our plans for more than a day 
to day existence. There is 
assurance that we are loved 
beyond death. Thus, there is 
a need to gird ourselves up in 
anticipation o f a future. 
Plans must be laid; action 
must begin. 

Secondly, we are fatalists. 
We say, "Oh well, what will 
happen will happen and -I 
oannot stop it." This kind 
of thinking arises from some 
dark recess that is neither 
biblical nor Christian. In 
Jesus we see that God de-
mands that we plan our days 
and that we seek goals and 
ends. What will be is often 
what we allow to be. 

Thirdly, we are slaves. We 
are slaves in that we are a-
fraid to think thoughts not 
thought by the mass of peo-
ple. We hide in the masses 
of people and try to make sure 
we are always saying what 
the masses are saying. When 
Genesis speaks about man be-
ing made in the image of God 
(1:27) it means that God'$  
creativity is passed on to man. 
And creation is always some-
thing new. I think our great-
est pin is not to use our cre-
ativity. It is our image of 
God! 

Finally. we have the sick 
symptom of fanaticism. A 
fanatic is one who takes some 
of the thinking of the masses 
and raises it all out of por-
portion. He does not have 
creative .control of his opin-
ions, rather the masses opin-
ions have control of him. It 
is as a member of a radical 

-tight group told me ont time,

natic ignores the other man. 
He does not enter into real 
dialogue with him, but quick-
ly tries to destroy him. 

In many ways we are sick 
people. May God have mercy 
upon us and raise up the liv-
ing Christ in our midst to 
call us to the image in which 
we have been created.

SOME FACTS ABOUT 

M ilo Grain Sorghum 

 

SEVERAL MYTHS REGARDING THE CURRENT GRAIN SORGHUM 
SITUATION ARE DEVELOPING AMONG SOME NATIONAL AND 
AREA FARM AND GRAIN TRADE PEOPLE. THIS COULD BE EX—
CEEDINGLY DAMAGING TO PRODUCERS AND THE TRADE SER—
VLNG THEM IF DECISIONS ON FUTURE PRODUCTION, MARKET 
OR FINANCIAL PLANS WERE TO BE BASED ON THE MYTHS 
RATHER THAN FACTS AS REFLECTED IN THE NEW GRAIN 
SORGHUM STATISTICS JUST OUT. 

MYTH NO 1. Government programs -.'ausing cutbacks in grain sorghum 
production is the cause of reduced grain stocks. 

FACT NO. 1. Either from the stand point of acreage or bushels, the pro• 
duction of grain sorghum is expanding both in Texas and the Nation —
since 1956. Maximum grain sorghum acreage in Texas was 'p.6 mill'on In 
1958, but production was only 251 million bushels — 37 million bushels 
less than this past year.

MYTH NO. 2. Exports are the principal drain on current stocks and main 
cause of reduced carryover and that grain sorghum exports have been 
unduly increased as compared to other feed grains.  

FACT NO. 2 Even with strong promotion efforts, sorghum exports have 
not increased as fast as corn exportst, Corn exports in 1959 were 211 mil-
lion bushels, in 1965 they were 570 million bushels — up about 3 times! 
Sorghum exports in 1959 were 98 million bushels, in 1965 they were 20(4 
million bushels, up 2 times. 'The biggest. increased use of sorghum has 

been in area and other domestic livestock feeding, up from 172 million 
bushels in 1956 to 435 million bushels now. Over twice as much grain 
sorghum is fed as is exported. 

MYTH NO. 3. There will be a 30 percent decrease in milb production in 
1966, because of the big sign-up. 

FACT NO.  3. The number of sorghum acres out of the government pro-
gram expand more than acres in the program. With normal weather and 
usual yield increases, 1966 sorghum production is expected to equal or 
surpass the 1965 record crop. Feeding and exports will both be up a little 
more so the carryover may be less and the market strong. 

MYTH NO. 4. Increased aid and trade demand an immediate release of 
sorghum 'crud other feed grain acreage to production, and farmers look 
only to these increased sales for maintaining or expanding income. 

'FACT NO'. 4. Secretary Freeman said that "Even if food aid is increased, 
it will have little effect on corn and sorghum exports, for hungry nations 
don't feed livestock." Trade for feed grains will continue to develope at 
about the same rate as in the past few years. These demands could have 
a strong effect on sorghum growers in 10 to 15 years—but what about 
this year's and next year's need for income—with current freight and port 
situations, it doesn't appear that looking abroad for it is the answer and 
that keeping some soundness in the administration of current farm pro-
grams hold greater promise. 

The stated purpose of the current reserve commodity bill which indicates 
that the principal purpose of a reserve should be to protect consumers 
against price rises in graM.
