It means 
that the interest of the peo-
ple will be applied to the 
state's problem. And in the 
end, after the tax matter is 
settled, the Legislature can 
be more sure that it acted 
in the interest of the people. 

As I have always said: We 
in the Legislature are here 
only to do what our people 
in our districts direct. The 
only way we can do our jobs 
is to hear from the people 
back home. 

The traditional problem of 
state taxes has singled out 
many sources over the years 
to satisfy the state's needs. 
Some of the taxes levied 
have been unfair to some 
businesses, as I think just 
about anyone familiar with 
Texas Legislative will agree.
