Voting Registration Requirements

The following laws for vot=
ing were sent in this week
courtesy of Raymond Dennis,
county clerk.

According to new election
laws, a resident who now re=
gisters to vote with the Coun=
ty Tax Assessor-Collector is
to be registered for a three
year period. This is a per=
manent system and by voting
in just one Primary, Run-off
or General Election, his re=
gistration is automatically ex=
tended for the suceeding three
voting years. He will be pur=
ged for not voting once during
the three year period.

To vote a full ballot, a re=
gistered voter must live in
the state one year and the
county six months. Until these
residence requirements are
met, a new resident can vote
a limited ballot (Texas) or
a President and Vice Presi=
dent ballot (out of state) in
the County Clerk’s office, but
to vote such a ballot, the new
resident must have been a re=
gistered voter in the county
or state of his previous re=
sidence.

To vote in the precinct
where he lives, a resident
must have a valid Registra=

_tion Certificate, live in Tex=

as one year and the county
six months, and must be at
least 18 years of age.
Registration continues thru=
out the year, but a resident
must register 30 days prior
to the day of the election to
vote. He can vote on the
3lst day after registration.

If a person meets the re=
sidence and age requirements
of Texas on election day, but
fails to register 30 days be=
fore that election; he cannot
vote any type of ballot except
the FPCA group. This creates
a deadline for registering
which is April 5th for the
1972 Primary Election.

If a person moves to Hock=
ley county six months prior
to an election, they register
as a new voter any time but
must be registered 30 days
prior to the election. They
can vote a full ballot in Hocke
ley county. If they have lived
in Hockley County six months
or longer, and they do not
register in Hockley, they can
not vote.

If the move was less than
six months prior to an elec=
tion they may re-register in
Hockley county, but they vote
a limited ballot in the County
Clerk’s office during the per=-
iod of absentee voting.

When moving to another
county in Texas and the move
is permanent he must re-re=
gister in the county of hisnew
residence. However, during
the first six months, he will
vote a limited ballot in the
County Clerk’s office at his
new residence. His old Hocke
ley County Registration Cer=
tificate which will be cancel=
led is good for voting a limit=
ed ballot in another county.

A teenager can register any
time after he turns 18, but he
must register 30 days before
an election. This means that
a person can register after he
is 17 years and 1l months of
age. To vote he must be 18
years old on the day of the
election and meet the resi=
dence requirements.

Students should register in
their home county where their
parents live. Their length of
residence continues in their

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Home highlights

Canned and frozen fruits are
convenient to use, andthey are
always available. But not eve
eryone knows enough about
them to shop wisely.

The following statements on
canned and frozen fruits was
prepared by the U.S. Depart
ment of Agriculture.

1. Cannedfruit cocktail must
contain definite proportions of
peaches, pears, pineapple,
grapes and maraschino cher=
ries.

2. The term ‘‘extra heavy
sirup”’, found on the labels of
some canned fruits, means the
sweetest, thickest sugar sirup
used in canned fruits.

3. ““Fancy’’ canned or fro=
Zen peaches are of top quale
itv.

4, The U.S. grade name on
a can or frozen package of
fruit can help you decide how
to use the fruit. Top qua=
lity, grade A fruits have an
excellent color and uniform
size, weight and shape. They
are a good choice for dessert
or fruit salad for a company
dinner.

Grade B fruits only slightly
less perfect than grade A’
in color, uniformity and tex=
ture have good flavor and are

suitable for everday desserts,

salads and fruit cups.

Grade C fruits, which are
not as sweet or as uniform in
appearance as the higher
grades are a thrifty buy and
good for use inpuddings, jams
and frozen desserts.

5. In selecting canned and
frozen fruitsy you shouldavoid
buldging or swelling cans. As
these indicate spoilage. Small
dents in a can will not harm
the contents unless the dents
have pierced the metal or
loosened the can seam.

Frozen fruits should be fro=
zen solid. I fruit in a pack=
age are not firm, it may mean
they have been defrosted at
some time during marketing
and therefore may have lost
quality. Stains on the packe
age may also indicate defrost=

6. In cammed and frozen
fruits, regular sizedplecesor
whole fruits are generally
more expensive than mixed
pleces of various sizes and
shapes.

7. Most frozen fruits are
packed with dry sugar or sue
gar sirup.

8. Canned fruits will retain
their quality for a year or
more if kept at a femperature
no warmer than 75 degrees.

Canned fruits that have been
stored at very warmtempera=
tures or for long periods of
time may lose quality ( the
color, flavor, or texture may
change). The fruit is still
safe to eat, however.

9. Quality is not required
by law to be on the front
panel of labels on canned and
frozen fruits. If the grade
is not shown, try different
brands to find the quality you
like.

Federal law does require
the label to state on the front
panel the common or usual
name of the fruit; the form or
style of fruit (such as whole,
slices or halves); for some
fruits, the variety or color;
the sirups, sugar or liquid in
which a fruit is packed; and
the total contents.

Other information required
on the label, although not on
the front panel, is ingredients
(such as spices, flvoring, col=
oring, special sweeteners, if
used); any special type of
treatment; and the packers or
distributor’s name and place
of business.

10. Price is often an indi=
cation of the quality of cane
ned and frozen fruits. Most
canned and frozen fruits are
packed andpricedaccordingto

quality. Sometimes stores of=
fer two or more qualities
under their own name labels
with the higher quality be=
ing priced higher.

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Grazing sorghum, corp

stubble boosts profits

Proper grazing of grain sor-
ghum and corn stubble could
boost agricultural income on
the Texas HighPlains by more
than $160 million. The prac=
tice could also pay dividends
in other areas of the state.

In 1970 a study was initiated
by Texas Agricultural Extene
sion Service specialists Dr.
Cal Parrott and Ed Garnett
of Amarillo and Castro Coun=
ty Agricultural Agent Charles
Hottel to obtain new informa=
tion about the utilization of
milo and corn stubble with
steer calves. Site of the
study was the Bob Anthony
farm in Castro County.

“With about four million
acres of milo and corn har=
vested anmually in the High
Plains, a well-managed graz=
ing program could boost year=
ly farm income and provide
the roughage for raising seven
million feeder calves annual=
ly,” said Garnett in discuss=
ing the grazing study.

He said the cattle feeding
industry on the High Plains
will demand about 3.4 million
head of feedlot replacements
this year and many of these
cattle are shipped in from
outside the area.

‘A grazing program that
is well-managed could pro=
vide the opportunity to grow
thousands of feeder calves
up to 550-600 pounds before
they are sent to area feed=
lots,’” he pointed out.

In the study, 421 steers
weighing an average of 405
pounds were placed on 230
acres of grain sorghum aud
corn stubble for a 1l4-day
grazing period. The stubble
acreage was 74 per cent corn
and 26 per cent grain sor=
ghum.

The steers were worked
and backgrounded in drylot
for 40 days prior to the in=
itiation of the study and were
then allowed to graze about
57 acres for 28 to 30-day
intervals.

““The steers received four
pounds of a grain-protein sup=
plement daily to supply the
extra needed energy and pro=
tein,” said Parrott. ‘‘Grain
sorghum made up 25 per cent
of the ration with a 15 per
cent protein supplement.”

Ample feed bunk space al=
lowed all steers to eat at
once and each day they were
checked for sickness.

After grazing out the stub=
ble, the steers were placed in
a commercial feedlot where
they were fed out to a little
more than 1,000 pounds. Com=
plete cost records were kept

on each phase of the study,
and an economic analysis was
made of each phase as well
as the overall study.

Each steer gained an av=
erage of 162 pounds during
the 1l4-day grazing period
for an average of 1.42 pounds
per head per day. Including
the supplemental feed, each
acre of stubble produced 2.6
pounds of beef daily.

According to Garnmett, all
costs were figured, including
a charge for the farmer’s land
use and labor.

The economic analysis
showed a per head net return
of $5.98 for the background=
ing phase; $23.25 forthegraz=
ing phase; and $19.63 for the
finishing phase.

‘“The most important as=
pect of this study is the over=
all evaluation which indicates
an average net return of about
$48 per head,” Garnett said.
‘““The cost per pound of gain,
overall, averaged 22 cents
with a daily gain of 2.26.”

The specialists emphasized
that proper management is
the key to this grazing pro=
gram. The study can be used
as a guide for producers in
making management deci=
sions.

Grazing out the stubble has
other advantages, according
to the specialist. The farmer
can return to work the soil
quicker during the late fall
or winter and to gain effi=
ciency in utilizing his land.
Also, fields that were grazed
were void of volunteer grain
sorghum or corn even though
the soil was worked very little.

A new Extension service
bulletin, ‘“‘Freezing Poultry
for Home Use,”’ is available
to consumers.

‘““‘Some basics of freezing
plus suggestions for prepar=
ing poultry may be found in
the publication,”” said Dr.
David Mellor, Extension poul=
try marketing specialist at
Texas A&M University.

Mellor saidthat home freez=
ing of poultry is popular today
because of low poultry prices.
“Money may be saved and
meal selection enhanced by
buying fresh poultry during
sales and preparing and packe
aging at home.”’

The bulletin not only des=
cribes how to freezea chicken,
but also how to roast it later.

‘““‘Home freezing is easier
than you think,”” the specialist
pointed out. ‘“The bulletin pro=
vides information to use’.

Eggs provide
needed protein

Since protein isn’t stored
in the body, a daily supply
is essential, according to Dr.
David Mellor, Extension poul=
try marketing specialist at
Texas A&M University.

‘““Eggs are the best source
of animal protein for man,”
he claimed. ‘“Eggs white is
usually considered the stand-
ard protein because it’'s uni-
formly best for all animals.

““For man, on an arbitrary
scale, if we rate the protein
in egg white as 100, beef pro=
tein would be 74; casein (the
protein in milk), 74; peanut
flour protein, 62, and wheat
gluten (the basic protein in
wheat), 46.

Besides high quality pro=
tein, animal protein foods con=
tribute other significant
nutrients to the diet, Dr. Mel=
lor said. ‘“Egg white contains
riboflavin, also. Milkand milk
products offer outstanding
sources of calcium and ribo=
glavin,

“‘In eggs, vitamins and min=
erals are largely concentrat=
ed in the yolk. Phosphorous,
sulfur, iron and vitamin A
abound in the yolk.”

According to the special=
ist, eggs are an outstanding
source of protein, vitamins
and minerals. ‘“They’re also
a top value economically,’”’ he
emphasized. ‘‘Eggs at 60 cents
per dozen cost only 40 cents
per pound. How many other
protein=rich foods can you pur=
chase for that price?”’
