Jail Bond County Issue
Present Jail Uomlcmmcil

Plans are in the final stages for a bond election called 
for September 10 which will enable Bailey County to have 
an all modern “ Bailey County Law Enforcement Center” .

Architects have submitted scale drawing of a building to 
be located on the northwestern corner of the present court­
house square to house all law enforcement agencies, Bailey 
County S eriffs  office, Muleshoe City Police Department, State 
Highway Patrol office and Texas Driver’ s License division.

In addition to these offices, plans call for a jail which 
will be a secure place for prisoners, in-as-much-as it will 
be an adequate jail in which prisoners can be contained with­
out fear of escape during the night. This also protects you., 
the citizens.

Where there is now no one 
on duty at the present jail, 
the new structure would be 
centrally used and a dispatcher 
on duty in the same building 
with the jail at all times.

It will also be constructed 
so as to comply with state 
and federal regulations, enab- 
eling Bailey County to retain 
their own federal prisoners and 
those for other counties which 
would qualify the county for fed­
eral funds for keeping such pri­
soners.

Lubbock now gets money from 
Bailey County for this service 
with transporting the prisoners

The general fund is now set 
at a levy of 49? for a toUl 
Income in 1968 of $70,956.00 
and total expenditures of $70, 
770.92. We will probably be 
able to cut this levy 2 or 3 
cents since the $9000.00 bud­
geted for transporting prison­
ers and Jail expense payable 
to other counties will be re ­
duced with a new Jail. We might 
cut this fund 14? and do away 
with the bookmobile program, 
purchase of any new vehicles 
for the sheriff's department, 
any charity at all, such as 
grocery orders and hospital 
bills, the dispatcher's salary, 
the county agent’ s and the home 
demonstration agent’ s travel 
expense, the entire salary of 
the Veteran's Service Officer 
and a few other matters, but 
I believe that these things play 
an important role in the se r ­
vice that your elected officials 
are able to give to the people 
of this County.

The Road and Bridge fund 
is now set at 19?. If we do not 
obligate this fund in the com ­
ing year, we could plan now to 
cut this fund from 19? to 7?, 
and with the 2 or 3 cents from 
the general fund put in the 
Permanent Improvement fund 
this would be sufficient to pay 
the bond issue and the utili­
ties for the new building.

Now cutting 12? from the road 
and bridge fund seems a lot, 
but in addition to the 7? re ­
maining in that fund, there are 
additional levies of 15? and 30? 
going into road and bridge fund,

1 money has been used to re ­

tire warrants to pay for the 
purchase of Right of Way. These 

. warrants have recently been

retired, so road machinery and 
the operating capital of the 
precincts will not be decreased. 
Total county income for the year 
1967 was some $443 000.00 and 
of this amount, over $200,000.00 
was spent from road and bridge 
funds so that instead of in- 
creasing the amount of money 
spent in operating the precincts, 
we could use this levy to re­
tire Jail bonds.

You must make up your own 
minds as to whether we need 
this new Jail, but it can well 
be done without raising your 
taxes or your valuation ar­
bitrarily. You are urged to visit 
our present facilities, and to 
view the proposed plans for the 
new jail and law enforcement 
center, and if you would like to 
see the new Jail, tell your 
commissioner that you are 
aware that such can be ac­
complished without a raise in 
taxes and support the bond e - 
lection on September 10, 1968.

Con’ t from Page 1
years with state and Federal
agencies, assured of the neces­
sary funds to match grants 
that may be needed. In short, 
once the bond issue passes 
and the city is assured of their 
share of the funds required, then 
funds will be available to the 
City from the Federal and State 
funds.

In addition, three primary 
sources of current income are 
available and will be utilized. 
The key local level factor is 
the one percent sales tax which 
is ‘ new’ money for Muleshoe. 
The other two of the three 
primary sources of current in­
come are ad volorem taxes and 
the revenues of the water and 
sewer system.

In addition to these three 
sources are added the secon­
dary sources of income in­
cluding a garbage charge, 
utility franchise taxes, fines, 
and various license.

The City of Muleshoe was 
authorized to levy and collect 
a one percent sales tax at an 
election held December 16,1967. 
Collection of this tax was com ­
menced April 1, Actual co llec ­
tions are made by the Comp­
troller of Public Accounts, Aus­
tin, and the proceeds, less two 
percent deducted by the Comp­
troller for their expense, is r e ­
mitted to the City of Muleshoe 
quarterly.

It is estimated that the C ity 
of Muleshoe may expect to de­
rive from this sales tax from 
$35,000 to $60,000 annually. 
This money will be in addition 
to the amount which has been 
collected from ad valorem taxes 
and other sources of income 
listed above.

FINANCE ABILITY
According to the Capital Im­

provement findings, the City 
of Muleshoe is well within all

legal and de facto limits in 
relation to its Interest and 
Sinking Fund rate, Net and total 
debt ratios are low.

Based on the 1967 assessed 
valuation of $10,372,161, a total 
debt ratio of seven percent 
would allow the City to have 
outstanding $726,000 in general 
obligation bonds. Deducting 
present outstanding bonds of 
$289,000 a balance of $437,000 
would be available.

It is apparent that $350,000 
General Obligation Bond could 
be Issued at this time and 
$70,000 at a later date and 
the position of the General Fund 
and General Obligation Bond 
Interest and Sinking Fund be 
maintained as the Sales Tax 
will more than compensate the 
General Fund.

The same is true with the 
Waterworks and Sewer System 
Revenue Bond issue.

Nine issues appear on the 
city election ballot.

For the waterworks system, 
all of the improvements for the 
period 1968-72 will be accom ­
plished as soon as practicable, 
as they are essential to the 
provision of a sufficient supply 
of water and the maintenance 
of a sound distribution system 
which can deliver water at a 
suitable pressure. The basic 
program includes:
1. Present wells do not fur­
nish sufficient water during 
peak demand hours. As a 
result, these wells, located 
north and west of town are 
overloaded and are being de­
pleted too rapidly.

Two new wells and a booster 
station will be developed on the 
1,700 acres of water rights 
owned by the City south of the 
town. These will be inter­
connected with existing wells 
by an 18 inch supply line run­
ning to the proposed 12 inch a r­
terial main to be installed along 
the south side of the city.

An automatic control system 
will be Installed In place of 
the present Individual pressure 
switches at each wall so 
that an efficient, automatic 
operating system of Intercon­
nected wells and booster sta­
tions can be developed.

A 1,000,000 gallon ground 
storage tank will be constructed 
at the site of the new wells 
to provide adequate reserve 
storage for the system.

The 18 Inch well field supply 
line Is capable of handling the 
eventual connection of nine 
wells from this area, and would 
at that time transport the City's 
entire water supply. Concen­
tration of these supply, pumping 
and storage facilities is the 
older wells are eventually a ian- 
doned will allow further effi­
ciencies and economy of opera­
tion.

A 12 inch arterial main trunk 
line will be installed along the 
south and west sides of the City, 
and all existing lines along this 
segment of the perimeter will 
be connected to this artery. 
Areas of low water preesures 
will be eliminated by this pro­
cedure, for the sewer system's 
only major problem Is In the 
treatment of collected sewage, 
as the collection system is 
generally adequate.

The system for sewage treat­
ment now operates through an 
eight inch outfall line that funs 
to two lagoons south of the City. 
Other than oxidation in these 
lagoons no treatment is pro­
vided, and this is below 
standards established by the 
Texas State Department of 
Health. The eight inch line is 
badly undersized.

An adequate sewige treat­
ment system will be developed 
by installing a new 10 inch out­
fall line parallel to the pre­
sent eight inch line, and by 
the construction of an aeration 
type unit and an additional la­
goon. All of this system will 
be designed to meet state ap­
proval.

There Is no question that 
the City of M ileshoe is very 
deficient in park and recrea­
tional facilities, as noted in the 
Comprehensive Plan. Children 

youth, as well as adults, 
need some reasonable facili­
ties which are within the City’ s 
means.

The City Council has de­
veloped a park program that 
will be effected In two stages.

Under the Federal Govern­
ment’ s “ Open Space’ 'program , 
two park sites will be acquired, 
with the Government matching 
the City’ s funds. One site 
will be located in the south­
west part of the City and is 
proposed to comprise about 100 
acres, and a second, a smaller 
site will be located in the north­
east area. These acquisitions 
will be made as the above men­
tioned matching funds are avai­
lable.

The larger tract will sorve 
as a community park, and pos­
sibly as a site for the com ­
munity center discussed later. 
The smaller northeast location 
will be a neighborhood park. 
The existing neighborhood park 
* * * * * * * * * * * * * *

in the east section of town 
will be developed along with the 
new site. Other than play 
equipment for the two neigh­
borhood parks, extensive de­
velopment will wait for the 
later phase.

A new, well designed, func­
tional City Hall, located in the 
general downtown area would 
unquestionably improve the 
City’ s ability to serve its citi­
zens, and would lie a definite 
asset to the appearance of the 
City.

Since Bailey County is plan­
ning the construction of a badly 
needed jail, the city will not 
have to construct jail facili­
ties and will be able to lo­
cate its police and law en­
forcement operations in this 
county building. Duplication 
of equipment will be avoided 
and efficiency of operations will 
be Increased through joint use 
of communications, etc.

The funds asked for will pro­
vide money for land acquisition 
and construction. Adequate 
areas for parking will be pro­
vided.

Another of the nine issues >n 
the ballot will be a new li ­
brary. The present library, 
located in the Indistrial sec ­
tion near the railroad will be 
replaced by a modern, well 
designed structure located in 
the general downtown area. The 
library in Msleshoe is used, 
both by patrons at the library 
and through the bookmobile.

The library now has about 
16,000 volumes, including pa- 
perba:ks, and should increase 
to 30,000 voluin s within a few 
yea^s. At present h ere  is 
no room for expansion.

The bookmobile accounts for 
approximately 3,500 volumes 
monthly in its four-county se r ­
vice area.

The new library will provide 
area for 22,000 hard back 
volumes or 30,000 volumes In­
cluding paperbacks. Parking 
facilities and a storage area 
for the bookmobile will be in­
cluded. The Federal Govern­
ment through the Texas State 
Library, Austin, has a program 
of ma ching funds for library 
construction.

A site, to be donated by the 
County, is available on the 
southeast corner of the block 
immediately across the street 
from the Courthouse.

The City now has no com ­
munity center as such, and no 
recreational facilities are avai­
lable except for one room in 
the old American Legion 
building or in the churches.

A community center, located 
in the community park or other 
suitable site would be of great 
value to the community through 
use by youth civic clubs, and 
the general public. Certainly it 
would be a very attractive in­
ducement for industry or an 
individual considering location 
in Muleshoe.

The Federal Government has 
a program under which 
matching funds of up to two- 
thirds ofthecostofacom m unity 
center can be acquired.

The city will apply for funds 
under this program.

Chart One shows current tax levies going into each fund and other items of 
County Income. Permanent Improvement Fund levy has been set at 8( and 
will produce $11652.00 in revenue for the year 1969. This is not enough 
money to repay bonds if the bond issue passes.

Chart Two shows a proposed method of raising the levy going into the 
Permanent Fund by reducing the levy going into the General Fund by J4< 
and adding that 14< to Permanent Improvement Fund. There is now enough 
income going into the Permanent Fund to repay jail bonds and maintain the 
proposed new building. If this method is selected by the Commissioners Court 
at the budget hearing in 1969, there w ill have to be a reduction in some of 
the programs that are funded from the general fund, such as the audit, 
bookmobile, election expense, salaries for the County Agent, Home 
Demonstration Agent, cemetary caretaker, and Veterans Service Officer.

Chart Three shows another method of raising the levy going into the 
Permanent Improvement Fund by reducing the levy to the General Fund 
by 2< and reducing the levy going into the Road and Bridge Fund by I2< 
and adding this total of 14( to the Permanent Improvement Fund. If this 
method is selected by the Commissioners Court in the budget hearing in 
1969, there will be enough money going into the Permanent Improvement 
Fund to repay jail bonds and maintain the proposed new building. Total 
money used in operating the Precinct comes from Lines 2 C, Line 3, Line 4, 
Line 9A, Line 9B, and Line 9C, totaling approximately $210,000.00. The 
money going into Line 3 has formerly been used to pay for road machinery 
warrants, and Right-of-way and has not been available to use in operating 
the Precincts since I960. These warrants have recently been retired, and the 
County has been paying cash for road machinery for the past six or seven 
years, so that the operating funds of the Precinct would not be decreased 
if the Commissioners Court voted to select this method of placing enough 
money into the Permanent Improvement Fund to repay the bond issue and 
maintain the new building.

Midge by inspecting their fields, 
which are blooming, at least 
once each day for adult midge 
activity, explains Adams. Or 
they can follow an insurance 
method. To insure against 
losses due to the tiny insects, 
producers can begin an auto­
matic spraying program and 
follow the schedule of appli­
cation above.

Population of the sorghum 
midge has now reached 
damaging levels in several 
counties over the area. In 
addition to Bailey County, Lub­
bock, Lynn, Terry, Yoakum, 
Crosby, Hockley and Garza 
counties as well and damaging 
populations observed in Floyd, 
Hale, Lamb and B riscoe 
Counties.

Fields of grain sorghum in 
the above mentioned counties 
which have not yet completed 
blooming still need insecticide 
treatment in order to prevent 
yield losses due to the sorghum 
midge.

To date, the damaging popu­
lations of the sorghum midge 
have not been detected north of 
the Bailey-Lamb-Hale county 
area. However, producers in 
adjoining counties should con­
tinue inspecting their grain s o r ­
ghum fields which are blooming 
for adult midge activity.

While the number of midge, 
bused on a 23 head count, in 
Bailey County figures only 11 
over all, three other counties. 
Lamb, Hale and Floyd, the count 
is listed as too numerous to 
mention.

The following insecticides 
are recommended for sorghum 
midge control:

Carbaryl (Sevin) (80Tc W .P.)- 
1 1/2 to 2 1/2 lb. per acre. 
May be app'ied to forage so r ­
ghum without limitations. A l­
low 21 days between last ap­
plication and harvest of 
sorghum grain.

Carbophenothion (Trithion)(4 
lb ./gal.) -  1 pint per acre. Do 
not apply more than twice per 
season. 21-day waiting period 
between last application and 
harvest or grazing.

Dlazlnon (4 lb./gal.) -  1/2 
pint per acre. 14-day waiting 
period between last application 
and harvest or grazing.

Ethlon (4 lb./gal.) - 1/2 to 
1 pint per acre. Allow 30 days 
between last application and 
harvest. Do not apply more 
than three times per season.

Methyl parathion (2 lb ./gal.) -  
1 quart per acre. Allow 21 
days between last application 
and harvest or grazing. Causes 
leaf burn on certain sorghum 
varieties.

Parathion (2 lb./gal.) -  1 
quart per acre. 12-day waiting 
period from last application to 
harvest.

Endrin (1.6 lb./gal.) - 1 1/4 
pint per acre. Must not be 
applied within 45 days of har­
vest. Apply only once per sea­
son. Do not graze or feed 
ensilage from treated plants 
to dairy or meat animals.

Toxaphene (6 lb./gal.) -  1/3 
to 1/2 gal. per acre. Apply

only once after heads start to 
form . Do not apply over 1/3 
gallon per acre within 28 days 
or over 1/2 gallon within 40 
days of harvest. Dalryanimals 
or animals being finished for 
slaughter should not be pas­
tured in toxaphene-treated 
fields. Do not ensile treated 
forage.

Demeton (Systox), Malathlon 
ULV (ultra low volume) con­
centrate and Melathion 57%e- 
mulslfiable concentrate are 
also cleared for sorghum midge 
control, adds Adams. These 
materials may be used if any 
of the other recommended in­
secticides become short in 
supply or if for other reasons, 
such as cost of the material, 
producers decide not to use 
these insecticides.

Demeton should not be ap­
plied later than 35 days prior 
to harvesting the grain or 
grazing or cutting for forage. 
It should be applied only once 
during the season.

Malathlon ULV and Malathlon 
emulsifiable concentrate have 
a seven-day waiting period be­
tween the last application and 
harvest or use for forage, points 
out the agent.

Dimethoate (Cygon) and 
dlsulfoton (Di-Syston) do not 
have USDA clearance for use 
on grain sorghum as a foliar 
application.

Texas Vehicle 
Inspection 
Started Monday

Vehicle inspection for 1969 
safety stickers started Monday 
and will continue until midnight 
April 15, according to Colonel 
Wilson E. Speir, director ofthe 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety.

More than six million ve­
hicles are expected to receive 
the compulsory inspection prior 
to the deadline, Speir said.

Inspections may be per­
formed at any of the almost 
5,500 vehicle Inspection sta­
tions in the state of Texas.

Texas law requires in­
spection of the brakes, lighting 
equipment, horns, warning de­
vices, mirrows, windshield wi­
pers, fron seat belts in vehicles 
where seat belt anchorages 
were part ofthe manufacturer’ s 
original equipment on the ve­
h icle, steering (including power 
steering) on all motor vehicles 
registered in this state.

Special Inspection provisions 
apply to trailers, sem i-trailers 
pole trailers or mobile homes 
having a loaded gross weight 
in excess of 4,000 pounds.

The minimum fee is $1.75. 
This does not include the cost 
of repairs or adjustments 
necessary to enable to pass in­
spection.

The week of September 9 
on the High Plains could ap­
propriately be called “ Agri­
cultural Research Week'' this 
year, according to Donald John­
son, Executive Vice President 
of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

“ Field Days”  featuring tours 
of agronomic research pro­
jects, many of which receive 
PCG grants-in-ald, will beheld 
at each of the area’s two major 
agricultural research centers 
during that week, Johnson noted.

The 59th annual field day at 
the South Plains Research 
Foundation, Halfway, is set for 
Thursday, September 12. Re­
search projects and displays 
will be on exhibit from 1 p.m. 
to 4:45. The evening protion 
of the program begins at 5 p.m. 
and will include an address by 
an outstanding agricultural 
speaker.

“ Of all our activities, PCG’s 
support for agricultural re ­
search at these two facilities 
has provided some of the most 
profitable returns,”  Johnson 
stated, "but our members could 
get substantially greater bene­
fits from production research If 
it weren’ t for the serious lag 
between the development of new 
and improved farming tech­
niques and the field application 
of those techniques by farmers.

"S o we are urging our mem­
bers to avail themselves of 
these two excellent op­
portunities to see and study the 
latest advances in farm tech­
nology.”

At SPREC on September 10, 
tours will show field plots on 
cotton varieties and diseases, 
weed control, soil fertility, ir ­
rigation flexibility and sorghum 
midge control. Other attrac­
tions include a large machinery 
exhibit, the new $400,000 gin­
ning laboratory, greenhouse and 
other laboratory displays.

Field stops at the HFRF on 
September 12 will cover studies 
on dates and rates of planting 
of Soybeans, the use of her­
bicides, control of volunteer 
castorbeans and an automated 
sprinkler irrigation system. 
There will also be displays of 
five HPRF Commodity Commit­

tees, a 20-saw laboratory gin, 
wild life conservation and a 
display by Water, Inc. on plans 
for water Importation to West 
Texas.

Johnson is co-chairman of the 
HPRF Cotton Commodity Com­
mittee along with L.D. (Don)

Major research grants from

Oil Mill and President of the

The Marine Corps places 
such importance on the pro­
gram, that the general has been 
given the responsibility of the 
revolving fund.

The money purchases neces­
sary equipment. The work is 
accomplished primarily by the 
Vietnamese themselves. For 
example, soldiers of the Army 
of the Republic of Vietnam have 
volunteered to construct a 
school near Da Nang with 
materials provided by the 
Marine Fund.

Funds are being used in the 
construction of anewHoa Khanh 
Children’s Hospital, the only 
one in the northern sector of 
South Vietnam, when finished, 
it will contain 120 beds, 
operating rooms, isolation 
ward. X -ray, dental, pharmacy 
and an emergency room, lt 
will be completely Air con­
ditioned.

A brick factory supervised 
by Lance Cpl. Donald L. Van 
Camp, 20, Phelps, N.Y., pro­
duces an average of 1400 bricks 
a day for constructing and re­
constructing. The bricks are 

made by the Vietnamese for use 
by the Vietnamese.

The Ha Thanh Dam began last 
summer through the efforts of

the Seventh Engineer Battalion, 
First Marine Regiment. A 
dozen feet high, 20 feet wide 
and 120 feet long, the dam will 
provide water for an additional 
9,000 acres of land, 7,000 of 
which will be used for growing 
rice . This will increase the 
rice harvest by 40 percent in 
the Hoa Van District ofQuang 
Nam Province.

The General Walt Scholarship 
Fund awards money to students 
in the upper third of their class 
who could not afford to other­
wise continue their schooling. 
Preference is given to children 
of Vietnamese soldiers, or 
those students desiring to be­
come teachers.

How can one measure the 
health of a child? The grate­
ful tears of an old man who 
lost his home and tools in the 
war, who receives a new tool 
kit with which to begin anew?

How does one measure the 
warmth of a smile from a 
woman who lost her husband, 
and her only source of income., 
who receives a sewing machine 
and a new start for herself 
and her three children?

Matters of heresy depend upon 
the point of view.

Some of us have no sympathy for the violent protests 
which disrupted the Democratic National Convention in 
Chicago, but, at the same time, much sympathy for some 
of the protestors’ protestations.

When 3,000 antiwar demonstrators marched on and 
tried to invade the Hilton and other downtown hotels, they 
were properly confronted by helmeted police and National 
Guard troops.

Tear gas turned back some; others had to be beaten 
with nightsticks, hearded into paddy wagons. In one tur­
bulent night 300 were injured, 300 arrested.

From the convention floor Mayor Richard J. Daley 
was accused of “ police terror tactics,”  of “ Gestapo me­
thods.”

Though I heard none of the accusers say how he would 
subdue an unruly mob—gently.

Mayor Daley tried to explain that militant security 
was necessary to prevent violence inside the convention 
hall. "The same forces creating disorder outside are 
trying to create disorder inside.”

So it’ s possible that some of those delegates and 
others who so vehemently castigated Daley owe him their 
lives.

Again: some of us reject the concept of winless
wars. Further, some of us believe that to fight communism 
in Vietnam and tolerate it 90 miles from Florida is abject 
hypocrisy.

But Invading public buildings en masse, destroying 
private property, disrupting the deliberations of a conven­
tion, profaning our Flag and resisting police—these are 
the un-American tactics of Old World revolutionaries.

I am very sorry that in this next election neither 
major party platform gives voters a drive-it-or-park -lt 
choice in Vietnam. Republicans and Democrats are o f­
ficially apparently content to just let our men stand there 
and bleed.

It could be worse. Neither platform approved a 
unilateral cessation of bombing which would have placed 
our men already over there in further jeopardy. Our 
troops are grateful for that small favor, though it offers 
no solution to an apparently untenable situation.

Little wonder our frustrated draft-eligible young shout 
their displeasure. What else can they do to make them­
selves heard"? How can they right the wrong of being 
forced to fight with less than our best weapons to perpetuate 
unworthy governments on the other side of the world with a 
war which we appear ashamed to lose and yet afraid to win?

Because I share the indignation of this upcoming 
generation, what I am about to say may be partly wishful 
thinking. Also, though, it is based on hard political reality.

The party platforms notwithstanding, somewhere be­
tween now and November an alternative Vietnam policy 
will emerge.

As the politicians courting the electorate discover the 
pertinency of this Vietnam issue with the voting populace 
of our country, at least one nominee will fight for his 
political life with a specific proposal for an alternative 
Vietnam policy. He will be forced to.

Proposed Library

The present library, located In the industrial section near the railroad, should be replaced by a modern, 
well designed structure located In the general downtown area. The library in Muleshoe Is used, both by 
patrons at the library and through the bookmobile.

The library now has about 16,000 volumes, including paperbacks and should Increase to 30,000 within 
a few years. At present there Is no room for expansion.

The bookmobile accounts for approximately 3,500 volumes monthly In Its four-county service area.
A new library would provide area for 22,000 hard cover volumes or 30,000 volumes including paper­

backs. Parking facilities and a storage area for the bookmobile will be included.
The Federal Government, through the Texas State Library, Austin, has a program of matching funds 

for library construction.

Proposed Law Enforcement Center

The proposed law enforcement center for Bailey County would solve many problems facing county 
citizens at this time.

Number one on the list would be the elimination of additional $9,000 per year which will be needed 
to transport prisoners to Lubbock or some other Jail because the Bailey County jail has been condemned.

The law enforcement center would Increase the protection of you—the citizen--as the present facilities 
are out of date, and escapes from the jail Increase the hazards to you and your family.

Utilizing an emergency center, which will be established In the basement of the center, would Increase 
the safety of the Muleshoe citizens in case of storm, civil disorders or anything of an emergency nature.

Duplication of radio and other equipment could be avoided as the three county law enforcement agencies 
would be In the same building and use the same equipment and facilities. Included would be the Sheriffs 
Department, City Police and Texas Highway Patrol.

Proposed City Hall

A new, well-delsgned, functional City Hall located In the general downtown area would unquestionably 
improve the City’ s ability to serve its citizens and would be a definite asset to the appearance of the City.

The funds asked for will provide money for land acquisition and construction. Adequate areas for parking 
will be provided.

Three branches of city government are housed in one office In the present City Hall, 
water department and city secretary share one small office.

Seating capacity for city council meetings Is very limited. Meetings of any size have 
another location. A new City Hall would elminate these problems as adequate office space and 
would be incorporated In the new structure.

Storage space within the present City HaU is filled and overflowing.

Muleshoe has no community center as such, and no recreational facilities are available except for one 
room in the old American Legion building or In the churches.

A community center, located In the community park or other suitable site would be of great value to 
the community through use by youth, civic clubs, and the general public. Certainly it would be very at­
tractive Inducement for Industry or Individuals considering locating in Muleshoe.

Muleshoe Is in need of a community center which could serve not only as a public meeting place or 
a space which might be rented to private groups, but also for various types of Indoor community recreation 
Including hobby club groups and study clubs. Civic clubs could hold their luncheon meetings In this type 
of building. Adequate area for holding elections in the City will be available In this building.

AUSTIN--Colonel Wilson E. 
(Pat) Speir, acting director of 
the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety, said today the Texas 
crime rate for the first six 
months of 1968 is running about 
15% over the rate recorded 
for the same period in 1967.

Speir said information pro­
vided by sheriffs and chiefs of 
police and compiled by the DPS 
Indicates an Increase in each 
of the seven major crime cate­
gories. For example, mur­
ders and homicides were up 
nearly 9%; rape, up nearly 14%; 
robbery, up about 14% ; burg­
lary, up nearly 22%; aggravated 
assault, up nearly 6%; theft, up 
about 12%; and auto theft, up 
nearly 24%.

"In the January through June 
period, major crimes occurred 
in Texas on the average of one 
every 1 1/2 minutes,’ ’ Speir 
noted. "Th is generally figures

The overall crime rate In­
creased about 15% In the state’ s 
urban areas and almost 11% In 
rural areas. It was up about
17% in cities over 100,000 popu­
lation, up about 7%in cities be­
tween 50,000 and 100,000, up 
almost 9% in cities between 
25,000 and 50,000, up almost 15% 
in cities between 10,000 and 
25,000, up 25% in cities be ­
tween 5,000 and 10,000, but up 
only about 1% in cities between 
2,500 and 5,000 population.

The largest rural Increase 
came in counties with over 50 
rural population per square 
mile, and was tabulated at a l­
most 34%. The overall crim e 
rate decreased by almost 20% in 
counties with from 20 to 35 
rural population per square 
mile, and decreased about 3r, 
in counties with under five rural 
population per square mile.
