Without question, a real advantage 
of anhydrous ammonia is its "las-
ting power".

Lively stable. Very little of it will 
change to the mobile nitrate form 
and be subjected to leaching with 
excessive rainfall. 

When the soil warms up and other 
conditions become favorable for 
rapid crop growth, micro-organisms 
in the soil also •become active and 
convert the ammonia nitrogen to 
nitrate. 

You need to know how ammonia 
works to understand its advantages. 
In storage tanks under pressure, it 
is a liquid. When knifed into the 
soil to depths of 6 to 8 inches, am-
monia is released as a gas, dis-
solves in soil water, and attaches 
itself to clay and organic matter. 
This limits its movement to a zone 
about 4 inches from point of injec-
tion. Chisel spacing varies from 14 
to 40 inches, depending on the crop 
to be fertilized. 

Moisture is a major factor in the 
wa yammonia behaves in the soil. 
Soil is in ideal condition for ammon-
ia application when loose and fri-
able to plow depth. If it is too dry 
or too wet, sealing and ammonia re-
Iention may be a problem. To be 
effective, the gas must be trapped 
and not allowed to escape.

Ammonia can also be applied dur-
ing the early growing season as 
siledressing, but this treatment is 
more a supplement to earlier ferti-
lization than a substitute for it. Side-
dressing provides a peak supply of 
nitrogen when the plants need it 
most. It can help correct an early 
nitrogen deficiency before the crop 
is too far along. Sidedrssing part 
of your nitrogen is mos tlikely to be 
needed on light sandy soils. 

Use of anhydrous ammonia has 
increased rapidly in recent years. 
It has proved to be the most econo-
mical, versatile and efficient form 
of all nitrogen fertilizers available 
today. 

Anhydrous ammonia is 82 per 
cent actual nitrogen, the most con-
centrated form available. Ammon-
ia resists leaching, but is readily 
available to plants. ,Bacteria that 
decompose crop residues prefer 
this form of N. Ammonia is easy to 
store, handle and apply.

Even if you didn't apply ammonia 

last fall, you can still get many of 
the benefits of this handy and effi-
cient form of nitrogen by putting it 
on in late winter or early spring. 
Applied before planting time, am-
monia insures availibility of nitrogen 
to the new crop early in the sea-
son. 

Preplant applications can be com-
bined with many spring chores such

Aqua ammonia, which usually 
contains about 20 percent nitrogen, 
is essentially the same as anhy-
drous ammonia and givs the same 
benefits. The aqua form is simply 
anhydrous ammonia dissolved in 
water.

Aqua ammonia must also be cov-
ered adequately with soil to pre- 
vent loss. It is usually knifed into 
the soil to a depth of 4 to 6 inches.
