At no time in the history
of the Ropes schools has the
attendance reached the total
of attendance recorded at"
this time of year, the total
being 662, with only twenty-
four in the colored school,

Supt. O. V. Fuller told the
Plainsman Wedngsday morn-
ing that already the elemen-
tary school had as many pu-
pils as it had at the peak
last year and that Junior
High was away above the
peak load it carrieq last
year.

Mr. Fuller also said that
with the continued increase
in attendance the schools
would have to employ one or
more teachers. “We have
only one room left that we
can use,” saig Mr. Fuller,
“and I don’t know what we
are going to do with the over
flow of pupils.”

The Junior High building

should already have been
wrecked and replaced with a
new one. This building out-
lived its usefulness more than
ten years ago, It is more
of a liability than a useful
unit.
Some consideration is being
given to building an under-
ground building that could
be used as a fall-out shelter
in case of atomic attack, or
in case of tornadoes. MT.
Fuller said they had received
much literature on such a
building and that when the
time of erecting came they
woulq likely inspect such a
plan to see if it was feasibue
for the Ropes schools. The
one drawback right at the
present is the lack of a sew=-
er system.
