Our next stop was the Ag-
riculture and Mechanical ex-
hibit. It covers about one 
hundred sixty acres and is a-
bout like a big fair. 'There is 
a display of everything they 
manufacture and produce in 
Russia. It would take sever-
al days to see it all if you 
had the time. It is a very 
beautiful place and well laid 
-out. 

An evening at the Bolshoi 
Theatre in Moscow was well 
worth while. I wanted to see 
their famous Ballet but it 
was off for the summer so I 
had to settle for the opera 
"Aida". This theatre was 
built in 1835 and inside it is 
in the shape of a horseshoe 
with six balconies. The seats 
are all upholstered in red 
and the drapes are red. 

As for the building pro-
gram underway in Moscow. 
they are building apartments 
by the thousands in every 
direction you look. I saw 
lots of building work going 
on at night. The apartment 
buildings seem to be about 
eight to ten stories high and 
a block long. I don't think 
any of them have elevators. 
If they do, they don't work. 
The building construction is 
very poor. There is no re-
enforcement at all in the
