ANXIETY 

In the seventeenth century 
the Danish theologian-philo, 
sopher, Soren Kiekegaard, 
wrote that the more anxiety a 
people face, the more conser-
vative they become in their 
political outlook. 

Today we are an anxious 
people. In this particular 
community our anxiety begins 
at home with our crops and 
goes all the way to anxiety 
concerning our enemies — the 
Communists. If Kiekegaard 
is correct, then our anxiety as 
a nation is revealed in the re-
cent nomination by the Re-
publican Party of Barry Gold-
/water for President of these 
-United States. Here is con , 
servatism at its extreme in 
American politics today. 

Now, it is not my intent, 
here, to berate the radical 
right, but only to concern my. 
self with anxiety. 

Kiekegaard points out that 
the way a person meets his 
anxiety determines whether 
anxiety will help him to grow 
or will defeat him. The way 
to meet anxiety in order to 
develop into our best self is 
the way of action. And, as I 
.see it, there are four steps we 
must take, if we are to make 
anxiety help us grow rather 
than defeat us. 

The first step in dealing 
with our anxiety is ta3 adinit it 
is there. Face it! We do not, 
know what the Communist 
controlled countries may try 
to do. We do not understand 
our foreign policy. We are 
not for sure what the total 
.effect of the Civil Rights Bill 
will be. We do not know 
whether we will make a crop 
this year. We must face that 
which makes us anxious or we 
are whipped before we begin. 

The second step in dealing 
with our anxiety is to REA-
SON out an answer. God has 
made us different from am.-1 
xnals in that He has given 
us reason. Let uss use our 
reason to deter-mine how we 
shall meet our anxieties. One 
of the most unreasonable, 1  
anxiety-ridden statements I 
have heard of late says, "All 
those politicians in Washing , 
ton are crooked." The person 
who says this has not taken 
step one and he has ignored 
step two. He has built a wall 
about himself. He has taken 
a coward's way out. Instead 
of finding who is and who is 
not crooked in Washington, 
he has put all our representa-
tives, our senators, our lobby-
ists, our civil service people. 
and our Armed Force person-
nel in the same boat of per-
version. Anxiety has con-
quered him and he is defeat.
ed. 

The third step in facing our 
-anxieties is to get the facts. 
Mow often we can clear up 
wild stories with a few simple 
facts. The examples I could 
quote here of the times when 
one or two minor facts clear. 
ed up a bad mess are just too 
numerous to mention. Full, 
free, informed discussion is 
the way to the salvation of 
our nation. Our death as a 
nation will surely come from 
-opinions which are not far-
tual and not truthful. 

And, finally, act upon your 
facts. Respond to what your 
have learned with positive ac. 
tion. If you ,are a Citizen of 
these United 6tates, your ac-
tion will take the form of 

'LAWFUL procedure.accorditig 
to our Constitution. And, if 
-you are a Christian, your ac-
tion will take the form ex-
pressed by Jesus, who said: 
"Love your enemies, do good 
to those who hate you, bless
