He understood what it is to 
enjoy the people we meet in 
the present. 

In every man, woman and 
child there is something we 
can enjoy. There is some-
thing in them that makes our 
eyes light up to see them 
come. 

To, many this kind of 
thinking is pure  foolishness.
