No one canre t 
choose to repent and begin to 
live as he mould. Our pres-
ent and future living lepe ads 
on our present decisions, not 
on the upbringing of our past. 

"But," you say, 'even Kier-
kegaard disagrees with with 
you as he talks of uneer-
standing backward." No, 
Kierkegaard is not saying our 
past determines our present, 
and future. He is telling us 
to look back upon our past to 
understand what has taeen 
place in our lives to the end 
that we are wee., e. we are. 

The best example of this is 
seen in the realm a psycho-
logy. Many psychologists 
point out that depression is 
the result of anger. Thus, 
when one discovers himself 
depressed, he should 
backward and ask, "Did I get 
angry today? yesterday?" If 
he discovers that he was an-
gry in the past, then that al-
lows him to live forwarl. He 
can make the kind of decis-
ions that will help him work 
out his anger. He may need 
to forgive someone. he may 
need to explode his anger to 
get it out of his system. 	Ir. 
any case, the past anger 
cause depression. But de-
pression need not be our lot 
for days on end, if we can 
discover in our past the cateee 
of our depression. 

This is why we study the 
Bible. We see our past so as 
to be able to determine .ur 
future and present. This is 

-why up to one-half of a 
preacher's time should be 
spent in studying his Bible. 
If he is able to understand 
backward, then he can point 
the way forward.
