AMENDMENT NO. 3 — SJR NO. 31 
Salaries of Legislators, Lieutenant 
Governor and Speaker. 
(Authorizing the legislator to set 
the salary of the lieutenant gover-
nor and the speaker of the house of 
representatives at not more than 
one-half of the salary of the gover-
nor and to set the salary of other 
members of the legislature at not 
more than the salary of a district 
judge.) • 

This proposed amendment to Ar-
ticle III, Section 24 of the--Texas 
Constitution makes changes in legis-
lative salaries, per diem, and tra-
vel pay. It permits the legislature 
to set its own salary and the sal-
ary of the speaker of the house and 
the lieutenant governor within cer-
t ain limits. The limit for the spea-
ker and the lieutenant governor is 
one-half of the salary of the gover-
nor, while the limit for the member

AMENDMENT NO. 4 — SJR NO. 6 
Tax Exemption — Nonprofit Water 
Supply Corporations 
(Exempting nonprofit water supply 
corporations from ad valorem tax-
ation.) 

This proposed amendment amends 
Article VIII, Section 2, of the Tex-
as Constitution to exempt nonprofit 
water supply corporations. The a-
mendment authorizes the legisla-
ture to exempt the property of wa-
ter supply corporations if the sale 
of water is the corporation's only 
authorized purpose and if it is a 
nonprofit corporation. The amend-
ment allows exemption of the pro-
perty only if the property is reason-
ably necessary for and used in the 
acquisition, storage, transportation, 
and sale of wate. The exemptions 
under this section apply to all ad 
valorem taxes, state and local. 

The constitutional provision as ori-
ginally adopted in 1876 authorized 
the legislature to exempt from ad 
valorem taxation (1) public proper-
ty used for public purposes, (2) ac-
tual places of religious worship, (3) 
places of burial not held for profit, 
(4) buildings and furnishings used 
exclusively for education purposes, 
and (5) institutions of purely public 
charity. 

The Texas Supreme Court has 
strictly construed the section, and 
the exemption power of the legisla-1 

, ture, by striking down laws exempt- I 
ling property not covered by the 1  
constitutional provision and denying 
claims by organizations that they 
were purely public charities. 

Article VIII, Section 2, has been 
amended twice since its adoption. 
The first amendment in 1907, added , 
endowment funds of public institu- 
tions. The second amendment, in 
1913, added dwelling places of mi- 
nisters, and a class of organizations 
which included YMCA's and YWC 
A'S. This amendment was passed 
in response to a Texas Supreme 
Court holding that a statute exempt 
ing YMCA'S and YWCA's went be-
yond the limits set by the constitu-
tion. 

Mr. Donald A. Gill, Professor of 
English at El Centro College in Dal-
las, is preparing a study of the ori-
gins of the names of all towns, ri-
vers, creeks, and other place names 
on the map of thirty-eight counties 
of the Panhandle-South Plains of 
Texas. Hockley County is one of 
those included in the study. The 
study will serve as his dissertation 
for the Doctor of Philosophy degree 
in Linguistics from Fist Texas 
State University and will also be 
published in book form at a later 
date. 

Gill, a fellow West Texan from 
Ropesville, received his Bachelor 
of Arts degree from West Texas 
State University in 1960 and his 
Master of Arts degree from the 
University of Colorada in 1966. He 
is the son of Mr. and Mrs. L. B. 
Gill, formerly of Ropesville, now of 
Lovington, New Mexico. and the 
grandson of Fleet Gill of Levelland. 

At this point in his study, Gill has 
exhausted his sources of recorded 
material and must rely on living 
sources to help him. Thus the ci-
izens of Hockley County are asked 
o aid him in discovering the ori-

gins of names of the county. 
Some of the name origins which 

he has already discovered are as 
follows: 

Hockley County — for George W. 
Hockley, commander of the artil-
lery a tthe Battle of Sane Jacinto. 

Anton — for J. F. Anton, Superin-
tendent of that branch of the rail-
road. 

Arnett — for Tom Arnett, a fore-
man of the Spade Ranch. 

Busterville — for C. 0. "Buster" 
MuNabb, owner and operator of the 
cotton gin there. 

Levelland — Originally it was 
named Hockley City, it was later 
renamed Levelland because of the 
topography of the region. 

Ropesville — Chosen as a reminis-
cence of the old cattle range.

A pro-
posed amendment to increase the 
salary of a legislator from $4,800 to 
$8,400 per year, remove the 120-day 
limit on payment of the per diem 
allowance, and allow travel pay for 
one round-trip home from Austin 
per month was defeated by the vo-
ters in November, 1968. 
ARGUMENTS 
F 0 R — 

1. The legislator can no longer be 
considered a part-time official. The 
increasing complexity of the pro-
blems facing state government and 
the increasing amount of time spent 
on standing and special interim 
committees meeting between ses-
sions leave him little itme to devote 
to his private business or profes-
sion. The $4,800 annual salary now 
provided under the constitution is 
scarcely adequate to meet present 
claw costs of living. 

2. The setting of a specific salary 
in the constitution requires a popu-
lar vote each time the legislature 
needs a pay increase. Calling a 
special election and prieting ballots 
and election notices is costly. The 
fact that a legislator must face the 
voters for reelection to office pro-
vides an adeouate check on the le-
gislators in voting to raise their own 
pay. 

3. The present limitation to a 120 
day period for payment of the small 
$12 per diem allowance, even though 
expenses continue throughout the 
full session of 140 days. places an

The fight broke out in the House 
a few weeks ago when Congressman 
Silvio Conte (R-Mass.) and Paul 
Findley (R-Ill.) introduced an am-
endment to the Agriculture Appro-
priations Act which would limit pay 
ments to any one farmer to a maxi-
mum $20,000.

Heavy votes in the Senate sel-
dom exceed 80. What isn't known 
is how many of these Senators will 
"stay hitched" if the limiting am-
endment is moved up to a higher 
figure.
