hotels, restaurants, cafes, 
eating houses, tourist camps, 
apartments, 	sanitariums, 
rooming houses, schools, pri-
vate residences, vacant lots 
and all other places within 
the city limits of the City 
of Ropesville, where trash or 
rubbish accumulates in or-
dinary quantities; 

The various kinds of trash 
shall be defined as follows: 

By the term "rubbish" as 
used in this ordinance, is 
meant tin cans, bottles, 
glass, craps of iron, tin, wire, 
or any other metals from 
any premises within the city 

limits. 
Section 2. It shall be the 

duty of every person, firm 
or corporation owning, oper-
ating, managing, leasing or 
renting any premises, or any 
place where trash accumu-
lates, to provide a portable 
garbage can constructed of 
galvanized iron, tin, or other 
suitable met al, of a capacity 
not less than five gallons 
nor over fifty-five gallons 
and the daily accumulation 
of trash shall be placed in 
this trash can. It shall also 
be the duty of every person, 
firm or corporation owning, 
managing, operating, leas-
ing or renting any premises 
to place all trash and rub-
bish from said premises in 
boxes, sacks or barrels or 
other suitable receptacles of 
reasonable size, provided 
that the gross weight does 
not exceed 100 pounds. Gar-
bage cans, boxes, saes or 
barrels of trash and rubbish 
shall be placed inside the 
property line at the edge of 
the alley, where there is no 
fence; where there is a hack 
fence with alley gate, trash 
can, boxes, sacks or barrels 
of trash and rubbish shall 
be placed against fence at 
side of alley gate; if there 
Is no alley gate, there shall 
be built a platform against 
the inside of fence below 
top of fence so that trash
