National Cotton Week
Is April 5th Thru 11th

Cotton and kilowatts ha-\rc
gone together on the South
Plains for a long time, with
electric power making many
contributions to progress and
in the cotton
industry, and cotton playing
a major role in many decl-
sions on the location and in-
stallation of electric facilities
to serve the region.

The development of {rri-
gated cotton would have come
at least 20 years later than it
did if it hadn't been for elec-
tric motors. Motors made ir-
rigation practical, cut the en-
ergy cost and introduced
many time and manpower

saving economlics to irriga-
tion.
As great as was the pro-

gress in the irrigation end of
cotton production and pro-
cessing, it Is far overshadowed
by the contributions that a-
lectric power has made to
cotton ginning.

The old gins, driven by
elther a steam or Internal
combustion engine, served pr
perfect examples of acute in-
efficiency. You always had
more or less power than y o
needed, never the right a-
mount, and, with the old beit
and shaft drive, there were no
opportunities for flexibility in
operation or high quality gin-
ning such as is necessary to-
day.

Electric power, which maae
it possible to have a small
motor, sized to the job, at
each gin stand, has brought
automation to the cotton gin-
ning vrocess and made it pos-
sible to turn out the higher
quality cotton demanded to-
day, a role that the engire
powered gin could not fill.

Electric power has also In-
troduced some comfort fac-
tors to cotton ginning in that
electric heat makes it possi-
ble to heat the work areas in

a gin, something that it was
impossible to do with other
types of heating equipment
because of the fire hazard.

Infra-red lamps have been li-
stalled In a number of South
Plains gins to provide heat,
and, In addition, many good

lighting applications have
inproved gin efficlency aud
operation.
