000 men; heavy artillery and spe-
*eial troops numbering 250,000
men; a reserve of 1,000,000; an
anti-aireraft force of 1,000,000;
police troops 500,000; non-combat
reservists, 500,000; air force, 800~
000; navy, 250,000; coast artillery,
150,000 and 2,000,000 in an or-
ganization to do labor service, ete.,
making a total of 10,800,000 under
direct German control.

The Bulgarian army has 30 divi-
slons totaling 650,000 men, The
Rumanian army has 25 divisions
half of which are only being or-
ganized, The Slovakian army has
100,000 men, the Croatian 100,000,
Italian fasclsts 50,000 and volun-
teers from other countries amount
to about 20,000.

Finland i{s counted as having
300,000 men, while the Hungari-
ans could produce about 40 divi-
slons In all 1,000,000 men.

The problem of supplying troops
underscores the shortage of oll
and gasoline to keep the motors,
planes and transports moving.
German experts state that the
country needs 22,000,000 tons of
oll and gasoline yearly, for offen-
sive warfare. Economical and de-
fensilve warfare, which the Ger-
mans have been concentrating on
since the end of 1042, will hardly
require more than 15,000,000 to
15,500,000 tons a year.

Germany’'s production of syn-

thetie gasoline in the spring of
1943 was reported by reliable
sources as 6,000,000 tons & year.
From  Rumanla Germany got 4-
500,000  tons a year before Ameri-
can alrmen bombed the Ploestl oil
fields, OIl also flowed to Ger-
many from Austrian, Hannover,
Gallzeln, Hungarian, Albanian and
some Russian fields, but it barely
fills Germany's needs despite eco-
nomical warfare.

The nazis yearly oll reserves
probably do not exceed 2,000,000
tons. y

Fredborg concludes that such a
skimpy margin, added to shortage
of transport equipment and raw
materials for parts, is rapldly
dulling Germany's once most pow-
erful weapon, and now, perhaps,
turning it into her biggest weak-
ness—mobility.
