The objective of the Tex- 

as Citizens' Committee for 
Texas Public Schools Week 
for the past eight years has 
been that of getting as many 
people as possible interested 
and active in visiting their 
schools. It is estimated that 
1,850,000 persons participated 
in the 1958 school visitation 
program. 

Next to national survival, 
the public responsibility of 
most urgency today is that 
of providing adequate edu-
cational opportunities for 
all our children. From our 
schools must come not only 
an enlightened citizenship 
capable of self-government, 
but also the knowledge and 
technical skills needed by 
industry, business, agricul-
ture, the armed forces, and 
the trades and professions 
which are so necessary to 
the maintenance of a high 
standard of living for all the 
people. 

During Texas Public School 
Week, school officials wel-
come the opportunity to 
have conferences with vis-
itors. If every citizen will 
give to his local superinten-
dent any suggestions or 
comments which he would 
like to make concerning the 
public schools, this should 
enable all our schools to do 
even better what they al-
ready are doing well.

On drinking: "There are only 
certain people who should drinksi 
Those who can both control it 
and afford it."  

On fishing: "You can fish sit-
ting down and I like that. If 
you catch something, fine. If 
you don't, exaggerate." 

On being a doctor: "I try to 
take care of people no matter 
what the hour, no matter where 
they live, no matter who they 
are. Where or when they get 
sick is not their fault." 

On being a doctor named 
"Coffin": "Well, it's true that's 
what they carry you off in, but 
the fact is my name hasn't 
scared off too many patients.", 

On health: "The work of the 
voluntary health agencies 
makes me confident about the 
future. The National Founda-
tion, for instance, which helped 
us eight years ago when a polio 
epidemic hit Farmington [three 
of Dr. Coffin's four grandchil-
dren were stricken], is now ap-
plying its March of Dimes funds 
to problems like arthritis and 
birth defects. That's good news, 
and good health." 

On sickness: "If you're sick, 
do what you can to get well, 
but try not to worry about it. 
If you worry, you'll feel worse 
and so will everybody around 
you." 

On being sick at night: "We 
all get sicker at night. That's

At 68, Dr. Coffin is a warm 
and happy man, busy with the 
health needs of more than 3,000 
people in and around rural 
Farmington, Iowa.

A total of 534 natural dis-
asters were covered in the

Defense Coordinatr James H. 
Garner. The Dallas tornado, 
Silverton tornado, Lampasas 
flood, Hurricane Audrey, Bas 
trop Park fire, Rio Grande 
floods and scores of other 
calamities built up an over-
all property loss of more 
than $55 million. 

"Natural disasters during 
the past two years, particu-
larly in the spring and sum-
mer months of 1957, were 
the most widespread and 
extensive ever experienced in 
Texas," said Garner. 	"Il-
lustrating rather vividly the 
distinction Texas holds as 
first in the nation in all 
major disasters — first in 
tornadoes, second in hurri-
canes and first in devastat- 
ing floods — every section 
of the state was affected at 
one time or another by dis-
asters that ranged from tor-
nadoes to hurricanes to 
snowstorms."

RAT EXTERMINATION 
On February 19, 1947, 
ockley County began a 

program for the extermina-
tion of rats and their dis-
ease carrying parasites, the 
flea and the louse. Shortly 
before this time the State 
Health Department and oth-
er  agencies had discovered 
rats in the southern part 
of Cochran County, near the 
Hockley County line that 
were carrying dreaded bu-
bonic plague. This discov-
ery led to the organizing of 
several counties into coun-
ty-wide programs to control 
these pests in the spread of 
these diseases to humans. 
This program has included 
poisoning rats, dusting for 
fleas and other parasites of 
rats. 	These parasites are 
the immediate agent that 
transmits these diseases to 
humans. Several diseases are 
caused in this manner, in- 
cluding typhus fever, jaun- 
dice, rat-bite fever, and 
many other diseases. 	In 
1946 Hockley County had 
six cases of typhus fever re-
ported to. the State Health 
Department. In the twelve 
years that are past we have 
not had a single case of ty- 
phus fever reported in Hock- 
ley County. 	We are sure 
this is mainly due due to 
this widespread poisoning 
and dusting in this county.

TEXAS DEPT. OF 
PUBLIC SAFETY 

Residents of Hockley Coun 
ty were reminded today that 
the 1959 deadline for hav-
ing their motor vehicles in-
spected is midnight, April 
15. 

Captain Alan Johnson, Mo-
tor Vehicle Service, Texas 
Department of Public Safe-
ty, stated there are 13,000 
motor vehicles registered in 
Hockley County; of these 

122% have been inspected. 
Drivers are urged to have 

their vehicles inspected ear- 
ly to avoid a last minute 
rush. This time of the year 
is noted for adverse wea ther 
conditions which may be 
predominate during the next 
two and one-half months. 
As a result the number of 
inspection days will be cut 
down since stations cannot 
inspect vehicles under these 
adverse conditions. 

"Passenger cars are in-
spected for brakes, lights, 
reflectors, horn and wind-
shield wipers; while com-
mercial vehicles are inspect-
ed for the above, plus addi-
tional items required by 
law," said Johnson. "In 1958 
approximately five out of 
every one hundred accidents 
were caused by a mechani-
cal defect; therefore, own-
ers are urged to have their 
vehicles inspected as soon 
as possible."
