Washability provides a big 
bonus, and it's easy to in-
corporate.

What's 
to be done if a zipper shrinks 
more than the fabric and re-
sults in puckering and pulling 
after the first laundering? 

Take time to shop thought-
fully for trims. Take fabric 
swatches to the store for ac-
curate matching. Try to go 
at a time when the store is 
uncrowded, and the sales-
women have time to give per-
sonal service. 

If care instructions aren't 
available with fabrics, it's 
a good idea to prevent poten-
tial problems by pre-treating 
before sewing. For example, 
pre-shrink a questionable zip-
per before sewing by soaking 
it in warm water. 

Test a sample of trim for 
colorfastness before combin-
ing it with a white or light 
material. Launder any ma-
terials that may shrink be-
fore cutting the pattern if 
there's any doubt whether it's 
been pre-sill-mit.
