CLOSED MINDS 

—Ted Dott 

Having just returned from 
a week of teaching and lec-
turing at West Texas State 
College in Canyon, Texas, I 
am beset by a question: 
Where do people get their 
closed minds? Why is it that 

,on some issues in life, reli-
gion, politics, etc., we simply 
refuse to take into ourselves 
facts which will lead to pro-
per conclusions? 

The only answer I can de-
termine is that uncertainty 
is harder to bear than error. 
Men don't mind living in er-
ror so much as they mind 
living in uncertainty. 

This problem really reveals 
Itself when people are con-
fronted with facts new to 
them in the religious field. 
.Many simply close their 
minds when faced with some 
new religious truth. This is 
.strange because it actually de 
vies God. pod has never 
guaranteed u s that the 
thoughts men have about Him 
will remain the same in every 
age. The guarantee we have 
in Christ Jesus is that God 
wil always be with us. How 
He s to be with us will change 
wit heath man and each so-
ciety. For example, only Mo-
ses had an experience with a 
burning bush. But in no way 
could or would Moses state 
that Isaiah did not have a 
legitimate experience of God 
in the temple; nor would Mos 
es deny that Paul had a legi-
timate experience on the road 
to Damascus. 

But, many people I met this 
week—students, teachers, re-
sidents of the city—told me 
in effect, "Either you experi-
ence God in the same way we 
do, or you are not a Christ-
ian." This kind of closed 
mind thinking puts God in a 
box. It says God is only 
known fn one particular way 
'and it shuts God out of all 
areas of our lif. As one stu-
dent said to me, "I just shut 
my mind to science." Thus, 
for this student at least, God 
Is not active and alive in the 
realm of science. 

The God I know and study 
about in the Bible is a God 
who is alive and active in all 
parts of man's existence, God 
Is the Creator, Sustainor and 
Director of all creation. If 
we shut our minds to the dis-
coveries of science, we ate 
the same as saying that God 
is not greater than science; 
that God is not alive and is 
creating in the midst of sci-
ence. 

We dare not close our minds 
to the things of the world, for 
in the things of the world God 
is alive and active. He is a-
live in the sinner trying to 
create a new man. He is a-
live in science trying to reveal 
to men more wonders of His 
creation. He is alive in the 
heart of the Communist seek-
ing to reveal to hiIn a better 
-way. He is alive at every 
-death seeking to show us 

that death, whether of oody 
or idea, cannot finally des-
troy God.

THE POOR STAY WITH US 

(The following article was written by Troy Morris, and 
clippeo from the Levelland Sun News.) 

Most cities have their slums and their downtrodden 
people who seemingly can never get ahead. It is a condi-
tion that has existed since the dawn of time, yet in the 
United States it would seem that the Government is being 
held responsible for their condition. Especially has this 
been so during the past four years and more so during the 
past two years, for, seemingly, President Johnson also 
thought the Government was a part of it for he has plan-
ned in his Great Society to destroy the slums and given 
the poor neglected peoplee sufficient to live on—there is 
nothing said about them working for it—it's just a hand-
out, pure and simple. 

You know. you can go into those slums and you can go 
down skidrow and you can see some sights that will make 
you sick, but there is this about it, most any man with any 
ambition whatever can get himself and his family out of 
the slums, The first thing needed is a willingness to work, 
and the next thing is to have some pride. The saying that 
a man cannot rise above his environment is false--you may 
not know it, but some of our greatest men have come from 
poor families and many of them have spent their child_ 
hood in the slums. 

This continual giving promotes laziness and gives a 
certain class of people the idea that the Government owes 
It to them—the living is their welfare check. And the  dis-
gusting thing about it is that at least seventy-five percent 
of them are able to work. One little boy in the slum was 
asked, "Where is your papa?" And he replied, "He is at 
home asleep." And, the question was asked, "How does he 
Make a living?" And the little lad said, "Oh, Pop don't 
have to work—he gets a welfare check." This may sound 
a little overdrawn, but almost the exact conversation as 
quoted abouve took place in New York City. 

Of course, we can understand that the hungry Must be 
fed, that children must be clothed, but there should be some 
plan whereby the head of the household should be able to 
work and earn what he needs. 

And this happened closer to home, one big healthy man 
made this statement, "Why should I work when I can draw 
more money on welfare?" 

It is something to think about, and all of the giving 
and handouts is creating a proposition that will have to be 
dealt with by future generations. 

You know somebody has to work!

(The following was taken 
from the 1965 Agriculture 
Demonstrations Book sent us 
by County Agent Bill Taylor.) 

The large variation and de-
viation from normal that we 
have in weather patterns from 
year to year greatly effect 
cotton production and pract-
ices which we use in produc-
ing cotton. This creates a 
problem for farmers in mak-
ing decisions in the use of 
many production practices. 
Three of these factors are 
rainfall, temperature, and 
frost date. Most of us realize 
that as temperatures go be-
low 70 degrees, the fiber de-
velopment in cotton is slowed 
down. We can throw in the 
towel and say that a practice 
that works one year will not 
work the next year, but a 
more sensible approach is to 
learn how weather enteracts 
with various production prac-
tices that we use. Often we 
can look at weather condi-
tions which have preceded 
the time to make a decision 
and use our best long range 
weather forecasts and be 
right in these decisions a 
large percent of the time.

ent from many other years 
that we farmed of the last 10 
years. Probably the biggest 
difference was our variation 
in temperatures. These tem-
peratures averaged 2 degrees 
lower for July and August in 
1965 than the same two 
months in 1964 and most oth-
er years. This is a great deal 
of temperature loss over a 
sixty day period. It is very 
probable that this low tem-
perature was at least partly 
responsible for low microna-
ire, poorer response to fertili-
zers, and adverse effects from 
some irrigation practices. We  

were lucky that September 
and October were near aver-
age and the frost date was 
one of the latest on record. A 
low temperature of 35 degrees 
October 1., however, caused 
some fields of cotton to not 
get full benefit of the late 
frost date.
