Hundreds of Americans — Texans |

included — are poisoned or die eve-
ry year from the odariess, tasteless
and colorless killer, says the Texts
State Departmenrt of Health, As in
most cases, these deaths are pre-
ventable.

Just last week four persons died
in Canada of carbon inonoxide poi-
soning when the exhaust of an auto-
mobile was piped under a house in
an effort to kill skunks. Several
persons recently in San Antonio
were treated after being overcome
by fumes at a charcoal plant, {arge-

RAINS HALT
COTTON HARVEST

The South Plains cotton harvest
was just getting vmder way whev
heavy rains halted all ooeration ac-
cording to W. K. Palmer in charge
of the Lubbock Cotton Classing Of-
fice of the USDA.

Samples received at the USDA's
Lubbock Brownfield and Lamesa'
Classing Offices had reached a sea-|
sonal high last Monday whnen tht‘l'
adverse weather halted the harvest. !

The three offices classed approxi
mately 4,300 samples during the
week ending Friday, October 24th.:
This brought the total classed at the
three offices this season to 9,500.
Through October 24th last year only
45,000 samples of the 1968 crop had
been classed.

Strict Low Middling was the pre-
dominant grade at Lubbock last
week with 49 percent of all cottou
classed. Middling made up 4 per
cent, Middling Light Spotted 12
per cent and Strict Low Middling
Light Spotted 25 per cent.

Seventy-three percent of the cot
ton classed at the Lubbock office
last week stapled 1-inch and cetter.
Most of the early harvested cotton
from the Lubbock and Brownfield
areas has been machine picked and
most of the Lamesa area cotton has
been stripped.

Micronaire continued very high.
Ninety-six per cent “miked” in the
premium category. of 3.5 fo 4.9.
Prices offered for these early
bales indicate a strong demand for
South Plains cotton.

I take it they are being influ.
| enced by publicity they've seen
| that suggests fats in the diet, par-
| ticularly those containing choles-
| terol, may be a cause of heart

disease,

Well, they may be one cause

of some heart disease. There'’s a
good deal of evidence that sug-
gests this, But the evidence is
far from conclusive, There are
other factors, too, that are im-
plicated in heart diseases, There
is no reason to panic and we need
some fats in our diet.
Cholesterol and Blood

The whole scientific controver-

sy swirling around cholesterol
concerns whether too much of it
in your blood can in fact cause
a heart attack, or set up condi-
tions that in turn make a heart
attack more- likely. While a lot
of evidence points that way, the
fact remains there are people
with high blood cholesterol lev-
els who never have a heart at-
tack. And there are people with
low blood cholesterol levels who
do. The body makes its own
cholesterol, A proper level of
cholesterol in the blood is nor-
mal.

The medical profession is not

in full agreement about choles-
' terol, Meantime, we do know
| there are very good reasons for
i not tampering needlessly with the
' basic American diet that has ren-
‘dered so many health benefits to
our population. Also, we know
zheart disease probably has mul-
tiple causes. It is generally agreed
that lack of exercise, heredity,
smoking, obesity and high blood
pressure are involved as much
or more than diet. So are dietary
factors other than fats, including

starches and sugars.

You can't do much about her-
edity since it. isn't given to us
to choose our parents. But if
there’s a history of heart disease
in your family, you should take
this into consideration. You can
follow medical advice about how
to live.

What to Do

You can do something about
exercise. So can you, if you have
enough will power, do something
about smoking. High blood pres-
sure and obesity? You should see
your doctor about these, unless
your overweight is not that se-
rious. One can lose some excess
weight by simply eating less of
everything.

But don’t tamper with your
diet in terms of frying to aifect
delicate changes in the amounts
and kinds of fats you eat. You've
heard of animal fats and vege-
table fats—also polyunsaturated,
monounsaturated, and saturated
fatty acids? See your doctor about
these, If he thinks your risk of
a heart attack is such that your
diet should be modified, he'll say
so. And he will know how to do
it, taking into account all sorts of
other things he knows about your
general health or special prob-
lems you may have,

Guidance Is Important

Besides, without guidance you
would probably fail to affect any
significant change in your blood
cholesterol level. This is the op.
inion of authorities who are ex-
perienced in such things. And al-
so remember, as we said earlier,
no one really knows the exact
role of cholesterol in your blood
in relation to your heart. Your
doctor is the man to see about
these things. Don’t attempt to be
your own medical man, or your

neighbor’s.

Overseas Mailing Dates

Christmas parcels mailed to Ser-
vice men overseas should be mailed
during the followingz dates:

1. SURFACE TRANSPORTATION
—October 13 to November 8.

2. SAM MAIL
parcel airlift) — October 20 to No-
vember 22. This mail is not to ex-
ceed five pounds or sixty inches in
length and girth combined.

3. PAL MAIL — October 27 to
November 29. This mail is over
five pounds but not to exceed thirty
pounds and sixty inches in length
and girth combined.

4. AIRMAIL — December 1 to

December 13.
(1) PACKAGING:

All parcels should be securely
packed in boxes of wood, metal, so-
lid fiberboard or strong double fac-
ed corrugated fiberboard. The fib-
erboard boxes should be securely
wrapped in heavy paper which ma-
terially strengthens the package.
Eaeh box should be well tied with
strong cord. Use sufficient packing
material to prevent any rattling or

loosening of articles within the
package. A slip showing the list of
contents and name and address of
sender and addressee should be en-
| closed in the parcels. Please check
at the Post Office in regard to Cus-
toms Declaration tags before bring-
ing in your parcels for mailing.
(2) PROHIBITED ARTICLES:

In addition to the articles nomally
, prohibited in the mails, matches of
| all kinds and lighter fluid may NOT
be mailed overseas. Cigarettes,
other tobacco products, coffee and
, various other items are prohibited
in parcels addressed to some mili-
tary Post Offices. A check list is
given in Part 127 of the Postal Ma-
nuel, and we will b heappy to check
for you before you fix your parcel.
(3) ADDRESSING:

Addresses must be Jegible and
complete, and should be prepared
by typewriter or pen and ink. Be
sure your A.P.0. and F.P.O. num-
bers are correct and shown on ALL
Imail.
