The apostle Paul 
wrote them, "it will not be, 
except the falling away 
come first, and the man of 
sin be revealed, the son of 
perdition, he that opposeth 
and exalteth himself against 
all that is called God or that 
is worshipped; so that he 
sitteth in the temple of God, 
setting himself forth as 
God". II Thess. 2:3-4. Paul 
taught Christ would not re-
turn until there had been a 
falling away from God. In 
this falling away "a man of 
sin". . a man of trans-
gression of God's will, would 
arise. 	This "man of sin" 
Would oppose God — exalt 
himself against God — he 
would sit in God's temple 
(the church) and set him-
self forth as God. Paul, in 
writing to Timothy, states 
more of the power of this  

"man of sin". 	He states 
"that in later times some 
shall fall away from the 
faith, giving heed to seduc-
ing spirits and doctrines of 
demons . . . forbidding to 
marry, and commanding to 
abstain from meats, which 
God created to be received 
with thanksgiving by them. 
that believe and know the 
truth. 	For every creature 
(cf God is good, and nothing 
is to be rejected. . . " I Tim. 
4: 1-5. To all who are ac-1 
auainted with religious his-
tory, it is not difficult to 
understand who Paul was 
writing about—the "man of 
sin, or the Pope of the Cath-
olic church". PROOF: (1) 
The Pope was declared in-
fallable in 1870 — "setting 
himself forth as God". (2) 
Celibacy—forbidding to mar-
ry, established in 1015. This 
is in direct opposition to 
what God has commanded 
. . . man should marry. This 
is enough evidence to cause 
all of us to THINK on these 
things.
