By law it is not necessary 
for the Board to call this elec 
tion, but they want to be 
governed by the will of the 
people. 

Superintendent 0. V. Fuller, 
speaking for the Board, told 
the Plainsman there were 
several things taken into con-
sideration before it was de-
cided on an election. 

First—Most of the schools 
in this section are already in-
tegrated, with Levelland inte-
grating the top three grades 
of their school this year. 

Second—This brought out 
the fact that the Ropes col-
ored high school students 
have been attending the Lev-
elland Colored High School in 
the past, which now leaves 
the Ropes school no place to 
send them—or we should say, 
one, for that is all the Ropes 
schools have in high school. 

Third—Actually there are 
cnly fourteen colored stu-
dents in the Ropes School 
District which would require 
but one teacher and easily be 
absorbed into the white school. 

Fourth—Integration would 
mean a saving of $7,000 per 
year to the tax payers as it 
would eliminate one bus route. 
This bus route, which carries 
the colored pupils back and 
forth, receives no support 
from the State. In this $7000 
is the salary which would be 
paid a teacher, which will not 
be needed under the new set. 

Be Painted on Main St. 

ginning to have a great deal 
-of respect for the first people 
who settled this Staked Plains 
—your fathers and mine. It 
seems that a transition was 
necessary when the 'first set-
tlers came upon these plains. 
in the East men could live in 
-forests where water and game 
were plentiful; but, on the 
Staked Plains there were no 
forests, little game, and about 
the same amount of water. 
Thus, the man who settled 
the Plains had to meet life in 
a manner different from the 
-way his father had met life. 
He had to rely upon the horse 
and the six-gun; whereas, a 
rifle and a log fort were what 
his father had placed his re-
liance upon. We respect the 
early settlers of the Plains 
hot only for the results they 
obtained, but because they 
had the courage to make the 
changes necessary to exist 
and to conquer. 

And, just as we respect the 
Plainsman for his willingness 
to make changes necessary to 
victory, I think we can accord 
respect to the Negro on this 
same account. Hate the Ne-
gro or not, we, as sons of 
Plairiamen who had to face 
new situatlins. can respect 
those Negroes who meet to-
day's changing world with the 
concept of nonviolence. This 
new weapon — nonviolence - -
takes courage. The nonvio-
lent creed has three points to 
It: 	" . . . to resist without 
bitterness; to be cursed and 
not reply; to be beaten and 
not hit back". (I quote from 
Martin Luther King, Jr.'s 
book, WHY WE CANT WAIT). 
It would take, it seems to me, 
great courage to resist, to be 
cursed, to be beaten, without 
being revengeful, without curs. 
ing in return and without 
'hitting back. For this kind of 
courage we can respect our 
Negro brothers. 

But courage and respect do 
not hold all the answers. Even 
a stupid man can act courage. 

.ously and thereby earn re. 
spect. The Negro has earned 

-respect by the fact of his 
courage in the face of great 
odds at Birmingham, Alabama 
in 1963. In that city he met 
curse after curse and beating 
after beating; yet, he retain-
ed, for the most part, the 
hold on his new found phil-
osophy of nonviolence. But, 
in Harlem, the Negro is not 
showing forth his courage. Tie 
is allowing his emotions and 
his passions to guide every 
move. He is denying that God 
_has given him reason enough 
to pry loose an answer to his 
_problems. It does not take 
coUrage to hurl bricks and 
bottles down upon officers of 
the law and people of the 
street from hiding places on 
the roofs of the city. That 
takes only animal depravity 
and passion. It takes no co :r—
age to loot a store that has 
been torn open by rioters. 
That takes only selfish desire. 

It takes courage to stand up 
for what you know is right. 
This is the reason that the 
Negro won a great victory for 
freedom in Birmingham. It 
-does not take courage to act 
as the Negro is acting in Har-
lem. And that is why what 
takes place in Harlem will go 
.down as a defeat for the Ne-
gro just at the time he needs 
-victory. 

The Civil Rights Legisll-
tion provides the Negro with 
an opportunity to enter into 
the mainstream of American
