Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER FOUR ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE
HELD ON NOVEMBER 8, 1960.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.
8 proposing an Amendment to Sec-
tion 11, Article XVI of the Constitu-
tlon of the State of Texas, so as to
giva the Legislature authority to classi-
fy loans and lenders, license and regu-
late lenders, define interest, fix maxi-
aum rates of interest, and provide for
a maximum rate of interest of ten
per centum (109%) per annum in the
absence of Iomslatmn setting maximum
rates of interest; providing that the
rate of interest shall not exceed six
per cent (69) per annum in contracts
where no interest rate is agreed upon:
providing for the right of appeal and
trial de novo in the event any regula-
tory agency cancels or refuses to grant
auy permit; providing for the neces-
sary election and the form of tha
bellots; and providing for the neces-
sary proclamation and publication.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1, That Section 11, Article
XVI of the Constitution of the State
of Texas ba amended so as to here-
after read ns follows:

“Section 11, The Legislature shall
have authority to classify loans and
Jenders, license and regulate lenders,
define interest and fix ‘maximum rates
of interest; provided, however, In the
absence of lerislnuon {fixing maximum
rates of Interest all contracts for =
greater rate of interest than ten per/
esmtom (109;) per annum br
deemed usurious; provided, further,

Et in contracts where no rats of in-

terest is ngreed upon, the rate shall
not exceed six per centum (69¢) per
annum. Should any rcgulntory ARCNCY,
acting under the provisions of
Section, cancel or refuse to grant any
permit under any law passed by the
Legislature; then such applicant or
holder zhall have the right of apped?
to the courts and granted a trinl &
novo as that term is used in appexiiap
from the justice of peace court to the
county court.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional
Amendment shall be submitted to«sw
vote of the qualified electors of this
State at an election to be held on the
first Tuesday after:the first Mondms
in November, 1960, at which election
all ballots shall have printed thereom
the following:

“FOR the Constitutional Amendment
giving the Legislature authority te
classify loans and lenders, license and
regulate lenders, define Interest and
fix maximum ntc-s of interest; and
providing for a maximum rate of il-
terest of ten per centum (109
annum fin the absence of legls at.la-
fixing maximum rates of Interest.”™
