Skill and knowledge of 
water plant operation has 
won a Grade C "certificate 
of competency" for Bob 
Whitlock, local "water' man. 

The certificate was a-
warded under Texas' gen-
eral sanitation law that 
municipal water plants must 
be under the supervision of 
an operator who has proved 
his knowledge of the job 
and its public health im-
portance in a written ex-
amination and has been 
certified by the Texas State 
Department of Health. 

Whitlock's newly won cer-
tificate will be valid for 
three years. After meeting 
certain requirements in ex-
perience and training be-
yond those he now has, he 
will be eligible to try for 
higher certification. 

Under the law, only one 
plant operator on each shift 
has to hold certification. 
But other plant personnel 
often seek certification on 
their own time and at their 
own expense to advance 
themselves professionally to 
increase their efficiency as 
public servants.
