Rem em ber the O ld Rem edies?
Readers of this column will recall that we have frequently 

referred to some of the concoctions frequently used by Mexican 
curanderos, some of which have been approved and adopted by 
the American medical profession.

Some of us recall the tiny bag of asafoetida around our neck 
to ward off disease, dousing with sugar, turpentine and kero­
sene as a remedy for croup and perhaps a sprite  tonic of wild 
cherry tree bark and mullin to cleanse the blood.

A resident of Sweeny, Texas is the owner of one of the first 
medical journals printed in the United States — "Gunn's Do­
mestic Medicine." Here is the remedy for “putrid sore throat’’:

“Take Cayenne pepper, in powder, two ublespoonfuls with
one teaspoon of salt; put both into half pint of boiling water; 
let stand for one hour and strain liquid off. Next put this liquid
into a half pint of strained vinegar and warm it over a fire. Of 
this medicine give tw-o tablespoonfuls every half hour.”

It was further noted, "If the weakness is very considerable, 
add one fourth whiskey to the concoction, and give wine or toddy 
made with spirits and sweetened with sugar to support the 
system.”

Recommendations for those with asthma were:

"Arise early and take active exercise, particularly by as­
cending lo the highest and steepest hills and mountains, where 
they can breathe the pure mountain breeze. Always arise from 
a hard hed instead of a soft one, and swallow a raw egg before 
walking."

The author also described the treatment of dropsy as recom­
mended by his fellow colleague, Dr. William Mead.

"Take two or three handfuls of rusty nails and put them in 
a half gallon of good apple vinegar; boil down to a quart and 
strain it well through a linen cloth; add the vinegar to a quart 
of molasses, a handful of Chamomile flowers, and a handful of 
lavender from the garden. Slew this mixture down to a quart. 
Dose: A large tablespoonful, to be increased gradually to one 

and one half." — Raymondville Chronicle

As you are aware, I am in 
the Dominican Republic. I'm 
stationed with another fellow, 
Joe Da Rosa, from San Diego, 
in a smalt community, Sabana 
de la Mar, on the northeast 
coast The population is rough­
ly 3.ODD in the villsge. with far­
mers Irving In the area. Joe 
and I have only been here a 
couple of weeks Previously, 
we were with eight other PCV's 
In La Herradura The latter la 
a very small pueblo near San­
tiago the second largest city 
In the country and in the north. 
It was there that began the 
project of establishing the first 
vocational agriculture school in 
♦he country It was only a tem­
porary assignment for most of 
us We were only to help get 
the project started.

cleared land, built fences and 
planted around 2 000 pineapples 
The pineapple here is extreme­
ly delicious.

group are English teachers.

Our group is concerned with 
agriculture and community de­
velopment The latter term en­
compasses any and everything 
that pertains to a community. 
Later projects for the groups 
will include water drilling (an 
urgent problem), f o r e s t r y ,  
again urgent, tor much of the 
reserves are going to waste, 
cooperatives, and other com­
munity development projects.

We have been warmly re­
ceived here in the country The 
people are friendly and won­
derful We find that oftentimes 
our language is the tame—the 
desire for progress. Time is the 
greatest factor of all to be con­
sidered. We can't rush it and 
we can't spend too much of It. 
Tile fulcrum lies somewhere in 
the middle.

I feel that the majority of
our work will he accomplished 
in the south-southwestern part 
of the country It is here that 
is found the most depressed 
area The primary problem is 
water If we can solve this one 
problem in this one area, I 
think our trip will be more 
than paid for. In some respects, j 
It's like looking at the waste 
lands of far West Texas You 
know what that looks like, so 
it might give you something to 
compare It with.

IN C ELEB R A TIN G  TH IS

One project we consider ex­
tremely important is that of 
recreation. There Is a tremen­
dous amount of natural talent 
here going to waste. The basic 
reason — no sports equipment 
We hope to begin a Babe Ruth 
baseball league here in the 
coming months But equipment 
is our biggest problem I've ac­
tually seen kids playing with 
a stick for a bat and a rock for 
a ball on a s m a l l  plot of 
cleared ground. This is how 
earnest their desire is to play 
As you k n o w ,  t h r e e  b «  
leaguers from the Giants are 
from here, as well as a few 
others In the big leagues If 

I you have any ideas as to how 
we can obtain some donated 
equipment. I would certainly
