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SHALL SLATON DIE?

o (An Editorial)

Like a clap of thunder out of a
clear sky came the announcement last
week that an  apparently serious
movement is on foot in Slaton to
amend the city Charter by striking
thorefrom the provision creating the
Board of City Development and levy-
ing the insignificant tax of two mills
to carry on civie development and

‘publicity.

This proposal i3 to be voted on by
Slaton citizens in April. Our view of
the matter is that the real issue is,
“Shall Slaton Die?"

Heretofore this paper has remarked
editorinlly tdat Slaton has but one
real enemy and that i3 Slaton herself.
Slaton has had more than her share
of .internal dessension, and by this
time we should have learned the lesson
that a town divided against itself
cannot prosper, It is to be borne in

mind that this present proposal comes |

{¥ in within our town, and not from
without, Slaton has no outside enemies
to fear so long as she maintains in-
ternal harmony and recognizes her

own true interests.
'

The Slatonite has never considered
it within its proper sphere to pass
judgment upon anybody’s motives, It
is, however, always concerned with
rosults, and we know that the pre-
sent proposal if adopted, whatever the
motive for its inauguration,—with
which we refuse to concern ourselves—
will have the inevitable result of doing
irreparable injury to Slaton. We shall
therefore to the last oppose striking
down our Board of City Development.
The Board has abundantly justified its
existence and the wisdom of those who
created it.

When our city Charter was adopted
a few years ago, one of the prime
objects in view was to get a Board of
City Development, and that matter re-
ceived long and painstaking considera-
tion. It was one proposal about which
Slaton people pulled together with
near approach to unanimity, and a fine
work was accomplished, If we would

all continue to work together in ‘har-
mony it would be no big job to put
Slaton on the map.

We feel that this latest proposal
finds its birth in a spirit of unrest
that was begotten of the depression,
We know that Slaton has been hit
hard, but not harder than has many
other communities, and not nearly so
hard as some. But Slaton has many
real natural advantages and resources,
und the ability to' recoup her losses.
We have a fine agricultural back-
ground, and the advantage of being o
railway division point with a big pay-
roll, When economic conditions over
the world begin to improve, as they
are bound to do at no distant date,
Slaton will be among the first to ex-
perience a return of prosperity,

We know how great the temptation |
is in times like these to try experi-
