City Moved Ahead in 'Sizzling Sixties'
Staton moved ahead during the 

decade of the "S izzling Six­
ties” , according to a look at 
business and residential grow­
th and other buslneas baro­
meters.

There was no big boom, just 
a gradual move ahead with sign­
ificant Industrial expansion and 
progress reflected In many 
areas of the oo mm unity for 
this period.

Building permits tor the de­
cade totalled $4,767,431 In the 
city, not counting Federal con­
tracts such as the $1 million 
low-Income housing project In 
southeast Staton.

T he 6<Ps opened with the re­
cord building year tor the city 
when permits totaled $947,600. 
Building activity hit a low in 
the decade in 1967 wltha$216f - 
136 total, followed by 1969 with 
a $252,840 figure.

Staton's population Is cur­
rently estimated at 7,235 in 
oompcrlson to the 1960 census 
total of 6,568. The current sa­
il mate was made by The Sla- 
tonlte by using the 1960 pop­
ulation ratio on water, electric 
and gas connections. The mul­
tiplying fhetors for 1960 were

used on the number of utility 
connections at the close of 1969, 
and the three were then aver­
aged. The totals ranged from 
6,934 to 7,602.

Water connections Increased 
from 1,893 to 1,993 during the 
10-year span. Electric con­
nections rose from 2,235 to 
2,474. Gas connections were 
listed at 1.893 In 1960 and were 
up to 2,172.

School enrollment was list­
ed st 1.861 in 1960, Increased 
to 2,100 by 1964, and lad dipp­
ed back to 1,903 this year. 
Assessed valuation of the school 
district was at $10.4 million In 
1960 and rote to $ 18.7 this year.

The assessed city property 
valuation was st $6.8 million 
in 1960 and had Increased to 
$10.4 this year.

Dank deposits at Citizen* 
State Bank totalled $5.1 million 
at the start of the decade, and 
deposits totalled $8.9 million at 
the close of business Dec. 31, 
1969.

At Staton Savings A Loan 
Association, deposits oo sav­
ings accounts totalled $2,213,- 
697 in 1960, and the figure 
had climbed to $6,60«,31$ at

the close of business In 1969.

As slatoo Clamber of Com­
merce and the lmfcistrlal and 
Development Foundation con­
tinue th* search for new In- 
dustrtes In the new decade, Im­
mense opportunities loom on the 
horizon. A proposal to develop 
the YeUowhous* Canyon lakes 
project could be the most pro­
gressive step ahead.

The largest take would be just 
north of the city and could o|>en 
the door on a whole new ares 
of tourism and recreation.

B right orange and red 
triangles visible more than a 
fifth o f a mile away will tell 
drivers they are approaching 
the rear o f a slow moving 
vehicle beginning the first day 
o f 1970.

T h e  T e x a s  S a f e t y  
Association adviaes mobile 
machine owners and operators 
that the new law states all 
vehicles designed to travel at 
speeds o f  25 miles an hour or 
less must have approved 
emblems affixed on the back 
three to five feet above the 
road when on public streets 
and highways.

I f the emblem on a towing 
vehicle is visible at all times, 
the law exempts the machine 
being towed.

Farm and Ranch Vice 
President Joe L. Smetana o f 
TSA wants Texans to know the 
new law is attacking rear-end 
collisions by specifying a 
standard emblem easy to see at 
a safe distance both day and 
night on slow vehicles, which 
include farm machinery as well 
as construction equipment and 
all other mobile objects.

Machinery being pulled by 
animals must also d isplay the 
slow moving vehicle emblem.

The standard size for 
emblems is 16 inches wide by 
14 inches high. In daylight, 
approaching drivers will see a 
solid bright orange luminous 
triangle

At night, only the shiny red 
border will glow brilliantly
around the invisible sunlignt

reflector The emblems are 
w ea th er  p r o o f  and very 
effective wet or dry when kept 
dean.

"These signs are required in 
addition to any other lighting 
or reflective device* specified 
in traffic regulations," Smetana 
said

"T w o  out o f three crashes 
involving slow moving vehicles 
are rear end collisions, which 
account for two-thirds o f 
fatalities and injuries and 70 
percent o f property damage 
value. Nine out o f 10 smashups 
occurred during daylight hours 
on dry highways.

"W e are sure that use o f 
SMV emblems will reduce the 
number o f this kind o f  crash 
and have significant benefits 
for highway safety," said the 
TSA vice president

V e h ic le s  and m ob ile  
machines being used on the job 
and within the limits o f a 
m arked con s tru c tion  or 
maintenance area may operate 
minus emblems, but once on 
the public road they must 
display the SMV emblem

Twenty other states have 
laws providing for the use o f 
the SMV emblem.

Furthermore, the ra teoftra- 
vel In Texas Is Increasing. The 
Planning Survey Division of the 
Highway Department reported 
that vehicle miles driven were
5.4 per cent greater in 1968 
than in 1967.

The Highway Department’ s 
interest In the number of ve­
hicle miles driven Is obvious: 
State-maintained highway fac­
ilities carry 73 per cent of all 
motor vehicle traffic In the 
State.

TMs Is In spite of the fact 
that highways and Farm to 
Market Roads malntalnedby the 
Highway Department are a frac­
tion of the total road and street 
mileage In Texas.

For example, the Highway 
Department maintains just over 
60 thousand miles of rural high­
ways and FM roads. The count­
ies oomblned maintain almost 
137 thousand miles of rural 
roads.

Yet, the State - maintained 
facilities carry 90 per cent of 
all rural traffic In the State.

Similarly, the Highway De­
partment Is reponslble for 
maintenance and operation of 
about six thousand miles of the 
43.3 thousand miles of urban 
streets in Texas.

But those six thousand state- 
maintained miles carry 61 per 
cent of all the urban traffic In 
the State.

Urban traffic volumes are on 
the rise, too. The Highway De­
partment study shows tlwt while 
Statewide traffic was Increas­
ing 5.4 per cent in 1968, traffic 
In the “ Big four* urban areas 
--Houston, Dallas, San Antonio 
and Fort Worth -- climbed by 
7,1 per cent.

In all urban areas, vehicle 
miles driven have Increased to 
the extent that they now amount 
to 57 per cent of all miles dri­
ven in the State.

way Department survey re­
cently shoved that the Depart­
ment Is spending the same per­
centage -- 57 per cent - - o f  
Its available funds for highway 
construction In urban areas.

A revised procedure for ap- 
peeling projected cotton yields 
announced lest week by USDA’ i  
Agricultural stabilization and 
Conservation Service, h*s 
drawn mixed reactions from 
cotton producers and others In 
the High Plains cotton Industry.

Price supports payments 
under the current cotton pro -  
gram are based an projected 
yields determined for tndivi - 
dual farms by County ANCS 
Committees. Producers who 
feel their assigned projected 
yield Is too low may appeal the 

| Committee’ s action by rpovtng 
actual yields over a three year 
period. For 1970 If a producer 
can prove an average actual 
yield for 1966, 1967 and 1968 
that Is higher than the assigned 
projected yield, ASCS is legally 
obligated to raise the projected 
yield.

last week’ s announcement 
made two changes, one good and 
one bad, tn the procedure for 
proving yields.

On the bright side, producers 
who for one reason or another 
had a total crop failture In one 
or more of thr three years now 
have a way to compensate for 
such a lots in proving a three 
year actual yield average. Pre­
viously the actual yield average 
under these conditions was fig­
ured by dividing three years ’ 
acreage into two or less years’ 
production.

The new method of calculat­
ing the three year average p r o  
vides that " I f  now acreage was 
harvested In one or two years 
of the three year base period, 
the proven yield will be deter­
mined by multiplying the allot­
ment or base for the applicable 
year times the current year 

| (1970) projected yield. The pro 
duct will then be weighted with 
the actual production data for 
base years in which acres were 
harvested."

With this new provision many 
producers who did not appeal 
their projected yield during the 
initial 14<Uy period following 
their yield notice from the Co - 
unty l  ommittee may now be in 
a position to do se. And County 
ASCS offices have been instruct­
ed to allow a "reasonable” ,time 
for the filing of late appeals 
after publication of the new pro> 
cedure In newsletters.

Producers generally feel this 
Growers, Inc., says requiring 
producers to supply Individual 
bale numbers and weights will 
place a heavy load of extra work 
and expense on gin offices. A 
quick check with a few ginners 
over the area reveals this ob­
servation to be correct.

However the rules still make 
Inadequate provision for adjust­
ing proven yields when crops 
are severely damaged but now 
totally destroyed by hail or 
other weather conditions.

According to the announce - 
ment "A l l  production for each 
of the base years were harvest 
Ing oecured must be Included 
and weighted to obtain the p ro  
ven y ie ld ." In other words, if 
a low-yielding crop was harvest­
ed In one of the base years , 
the production evidence for such 
a year cannot be omitted. This 
part of the procetkire was not 
changed.

The other procedural change 
relates to the evidence accept­
able to ASCS in proving actual 
yields. And It is here that many 
are saying ASCS has "plowed 
up a snake."

1’ roducers in the past have 
been required to furnish ASCS 
with a production “ summary" 
showing total bales ginned and 
total weight. A percentage of 
these summaries were then spot 
checked and If now irregularit­
ies were found they were accept­
ed as evidence of each pro­
ducer’ s actual yield.

Thousands of producers on 
the Plains already have follow­
ed that procedure and had as • 
sumed the production evidence 
was accepted as presented.

Hut the new regulations ap -  
pear to have made thatassumpt- 
ion false. The latest ASCS an - 
nouncement states "F o r  cotton, 
only sales receipts, price sup - 
port loan records or copies of 
warehouse receipts are accept­
ab le ."

This Is further amended by 
saying " I f  voluminous, a sum - 
mary of these or a certification 
and summary from the gtnner 
may be accepted but such a 
summary must show the bale 
number, gross weight of each 
bale arid total weight of each 
year’ s production.”
