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STUDY GROUP WANTS RESPONSE FROM CITIZENS

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Civic Center Project Posed
To be or not to be, that Is 

the -giestlon on a proposed Clide 
Center for Slaton.

The cyiestion at present Is 
under serious consideration by 
a study group initiated by the 
Slaton Chamber of Commerce, 
and the committee is anxious 
to get the opinions of citizens.

The study group Is composed 
of Glen Akin, Jonas Cain, Car- 
roll McDonald Mrs. Dean Rob­
ertson, Jay Gray, Don Mitchell 
and Jack Schuette.

In a retort to the Chamber

board Tuesday morning, chair­
man Akin said the oommlttee 
felt there was a definite need 
for such a building, which would 
be available tor a multitude of 
uses.

He also announced that the 
group had located a bullVttng 
which would be adaptable tor 
this (airpose, and the oost for the 
floor space would be much less 
than constructing a new build­
ing. The old bowling alley near 
Babe Ruth Park was tabbed as 
the possible site.

The study group estimates a

total outlay of $40,000 tor pur­
chasing the property and re ­
modeling the structure. The 
oommlttee favors a public sub­
scription drive, headed by the 
C of C and civic organizations, 
to raise the funds. "Our group 
has never considered a bond 
election or municipal financ­
ing," Akin stated.

Members of the committee 
represent a good cross-sect­
ion of the community, and plans 
are now being made to present 
the proposal to various civic 
clubs In the city. The "Civic

Center" Is conceived as a place 
to hold banquets, small conven­
tions, all tyi-es of seminars 
and conferences, club meet­
ings, large reunions, stock 
shows, and other events.

It was pointed out that the 
Community Clubhouse Is much 
In demand as a meeting place, 
and Is not large enough for 
many meetings or gatherings. 
Planners see the proposed cen­
ter as a versatile building, 
where such things as local stock 
shows could be held, and con­
vert the next day to a art show.

or stage a community theater 
production.

Committee members are en- 
thlslastlc about the Idea, said 
Akin, and they hope citizens win 
respond with their opinions, 
suggestions and support. Ho 
pointed out that the project Is 
still "on the drawing board*’ 
with no definite action taken yet.

To be more specific, 595 
school children from age 6- 
10 and 330 pre-schoolers were 
Immunized for German measles 
in a drive to wipe out the 
dreaded disease.

Local doctors, along with vol­
unteer* from various civic o r ­
ganizations conducted the clinic 
which was sponsored by the 
Slaton Chamber of Commerce 
and BCD, with cooperation of 
civic clubs.

The banquet drew some 120 
persons In the Community Club­
house.

Bass, a Lubbock attorney. 
Joined his wife In presenting 
a conversational - type talk 
which pointed out thelmjortan 
ces of policemen and firemen 
in the community.

The restrictions placed upon us 
serve as our "admission 
ticket" to this society, he add­
ed. We are expected to obey 
traffic laws and to use fire 
prevention precautions.

Catherine Wallace, Mrs. Mar­
jorie Horn and Mrs. Jane Hitt.

Before retiring from the 
board meeting, s>wanner ex - 
pressed appreciation ter ser 
ving with the trustees and wish­
ed the board "the best of luck." 
He also complimented Mc- 
Clesky for his administrative 
work since oomlng to Slaton 
as superintendent last year.

Davis, the athletic director, 
went over his budget proposal 
with the trustees - - pointing out 
tiio costs of equipment and sup­
plies for all sports In both high 
school and Junior high. Total 
budget was $17,403 which Is 
about the same as last year.

M rdssky told board mem­
bers the athletic budget was not 
out of line In compulsion with 
ither schools. The budget Is 

to be worked into the overall 
budget, but tentative approval 
was given so that some equip 
ment could be ordered ahead 
of time.

The superintendent reported 
that a preliminary survey show­
ed that some 32 students might 
be eligible for the kindergarten 
school program next falL It Is 
to be offered children from gge 
3 y e u s , 5 months to 6 years 
who come from families with 
income of less than $3,000, The 
program Is designed to take In 
more students each y e u , until 
all children are eligible In 1977- 
78. The program must he of­
fered next term, but attend­
ance Is not mandatory.

The school must have an 
average dally attendance of 25 
to receive state funds for a 
teacher. School officials i r e  
still looking for a place to 
house the new class, with a 
possible solution posed at West 
ward.

Slain, Rites
Held Saturday

A Slaton area farmer, John 
David Stell, 42, was killed last 
week In a shooting incident 
about one mile east of the Un­
ion community on EM-41.

C harged in the shooting death 
was Stell’s step-father, Charles 
Thomas Ashford, 65, of 
Whitney. Investigators said the 
shooting occurred about 4 p.m. 
Wednesday, April 8. Bond was 
set at $5,000 by JP Charles 
Smith, and Ashford was re ­
leased from county Jail Thurs­
day.

Sheriff’s deputies said an a r ­
gument over land which Stell 
leased from the Aslifords was 
reported to have preceded the 
shooting. Mrs. Ashford, stell’s 
mother, was said to have wit­
nessed the stiooting. Ashford 
surrendered to deputies short­
ly after the shooting.

Funeral services for Stell 
were held Saturday morning 
at 10 In tlie F irst United Meth­
odist Church of Slaton. The 
Rev. W. F. Ferguson, retired 
minister, and the Rev. Bruce 
Parks, pastor, officiated. Bur 
la! was In Englewood Ceme­
tery under direction of Eng- 
lunds.

Stell was a farmer and had 
lived in the Wilson area most 
of his life. He served In the 
Marines durlne World War II.

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Farm Bill Rates Top Priority For Mahon
Congressman oeorge Mahon 

reports that the most frequent 
question which comes to him 
from west Texas farm ers Is: 
"When will Congress pess a 
new farm bill and what will It 
be like'’**

Without question, Mahon 
says, the new farm program 
will have a vital affect not only 
on farm ers but the entire econ­
omy,

f or months Mahon has been 
working In close contact with 
farmers and farm groups and

with members of the House 
Committee on Agriculture In 
an effort to make progress 
toward a new farm bill.

The House and Senate Com- 
! mittees on Agriculture have 
conducted extended hearings 
with officials of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture and others. 
Nome progress has been made 
but details of the new program 
are still unpredictable.

The prospect Is that the House 
Agriculture Committee will 
present a bill to the House tor

action In April or not later than 
May.

Mahon says that he and many 
other Members are continuing 
to strongly opinse payment 
limitations in the new bill but 
he believes that the blU pre­
sented by the Mouse Committee 
tor action will contain some 
kind of sliding scale limitation 
on farm payments.

Members of the House Com­
mittee do not favor limitations 
but they feel that the House 
would reject any bill which did

nut contain payment lim its. Of­
ficials of the l>epejrtment of 
Agriculture are on record in 
fhvor of oevment limitations.

Mahon says that a perman­
ent type bill Is widely favored 
by farm ers and that he prefers 
this course but that at this time 
It appears that a program of 
three years duration Is most 
likely.

The trend Is toward a pro­
gram financed at a bout the same 
general level as the i>resent 
program. Many technical pro­

visions of the bill which none­
theless affect the producers in 
a very direct way are being 
debated in the House Committee 
but there is no way to predict 
the final outcome of the leg­
islation.

F irst, there must be action 
by the House Agriculture Com­
mittee, then by the House It­
self, then by the Senate Agri­
culture Committee and the sen­
ate Itself. Thereafter diff­
erences between the House and 
senate  bills must be resolved

In conference.
"T here lea long road ahead,''

Mahon said, "but action within 
the next few weeka on the House 
version of the bill should shed 
some light on what the final 
version of the new farm law 
will be like."

Mahon states that the new 
farm program will continue to 
be top priority with him. He 
aays that the Committee which 
he heads plans to present to the 
House In late May the annual 
appropriation bill for the fin­
ancing of the USDA and all 
farm programs.

He feels that It la highly 
desirable that the bill tor the

56 Accidents 
During March

The Texas Highway Patrol 
Investigated 56 accidents on 
rural highways In t-ubbock 
County during the month of 
March, according to sgt. Q. 
C. Guthrie, Highway Patrol sup­
ervisor of this area.

These crashes resulted In 
no persons killed, 40 persons 
Injured and an estimated pro­
perty damage of $00,477.

The rural traffic accident 
summary tor this county dur 
Ing the first three months of 
1970 shows a total of 104 ac­
cidents resulting In two per­
sons killed, 81 persons In - 
Jured, and an estimated pro­
perty damage of $102,427.

The final entry In the 1969 
Texas traffic records has been 
entered snd closed. An all- 
time record of 3,551 persons 
killed, an estimated 223,000 
suffered injuries, and an e s ­
timated property loss of $955 
million was sustained.

Since the death count of 2,254 
in 1960, Texas has gained 
steadily each year. The s e r ­
geant stated, " If  the number 
of deaths continue to Increase 
as they have since 1960 by 
1978 they will have Increased 
100 per cent."
