Saccharin Use

COLLEGE STATION, Nov, 19
~=--5accharin poses no hazards
in the quantities it is likely to
be used, reports Minnie Bell,
Extension specialist in family
life education at Texas A&M
University, The information is
the result of a study on sac-
charin usage by a committee
of the National Academy of
Sclence and the National Re-
search Counecil,

According to the committee
reports, Miss Bell says, a safe
level of about 12 to 18 quarter
grain tablets per day may be
used by adults, Actual usage is
likely to fall far below the safety
standard,

The use of saccharin covers
an 80 year period, During world
War I, heavy use of the sweetner

What are the possibilities of
“Dust Storms’’ occuring in the
Lubbock County Soil and Water
Conservation District and the
surrounding area next spring”
W.Y. Reece of the Soll Con-
servation stated that, accord-
ing to the past 43 year record,
from 1917 to 1960, there is an
average of 32 dust storms per
year,

March, April and May, This is
the time of year when we are
most likely to have the least
amount of residue on the land,
While it is not likely that sand-
storms can be completely ele-
minated, there are ways that
wind erosion can be reduced,

Two things have a signigi-
cant effect on reducing wind
erosion, These are the clod-
diness of the soil and the amount
of residue left on the soil sur-
face, Sollcloddiness is, atbest,
a temporary measure since
clods are soon broken down by
weathering or by tillage opera-
tions, Rain dissolves these
clods into small particles which
are just right to blow with the
least amount of wind, Clods
are also broken down by trac-
tors and equipment by pulver-
izing the soll,

Some people seem to think a
clean fleld is an indication of a
good farmer, Theonly way such
a farmer can fight wind erosion
is by some emergency tillage
operation, such as listing, This
operation must be done when the
soil 1s moist enough to bring
| cloddy material to the surfact;
{on loose dry soll, these opera-
{ions can do more harm than
{good,

The second thing that can
|be done to assist in control-
| ling wind erosion is the leav-
ing of crop residue on the soll
surface, This has proven to
|be the most lasting, effective
| method of control. The or-
| ganic matter on the soll sur-
face serves as a protection a-
gainst soll movement in any
form. The greater amount of
residue on the soll surface, the
| greater the protection, The
minimum amount of residue on
the soil surface, as shown by
research and experience, needs
to be about 1000 pounds per acre
on the heavier solls and up to
2500 pounds per acre on the
sandy solls, The residue should
be left on the soll surface until
the land is prepared for pre-
plant irrigation or until about
April 1 on dry land,

About the same standards for
time of defoliation apply on ir-
rigated cotton, but since this cot-
ton has had more moisture it is
later in the season before the
crop reaches that stage.

On either type of cotton it is

For all practical purposes you
can say that all cotton in this

The first strippers, called
“sleds,” were pulled on runners
instead of wheels, and the way
they worked is probably respon.
sible for the machines we use
today being called strippers
These old “sleds” simply had
iron rod or slat fingers about
threequarters to an inch apart
that literally stripped the stalks
of bolls, limbs, leaves and all-

At that time the bulk of the
crop was pulled, or snapped, by
hand, and these so-called ma-
chines were used only when cot-
ton left on the stalks was so thin
you couldn’t get anyone to pull
it by hand

More Advanced Machine

Today's strippers are a much
more advanced maghine and
though they still operate on a
simple principle we now get the
entire crop with a stripper, from
the first boll that opens to the
last. All of this improvement
however, did not come in the
machine itself. We have also
modified our cultural practices
and developed varieties of cot-
ton suited to stripper harvesting

Instead of being pulled along
behind as early strippers were
the ones now in use are mounted

on the tractor itself and the ac-
tual stripping takes place, two
rows at a time, on either side
of the front wheels.

The first thing that comes in
contact with the plants are grid
bars, shaped like a V, which
run right down on top of the

bolls.
These bolls and the rest of the

plant are forced between a strip- | taster

per plate which runs on one side
of the row and a corrugated roll-
er which runs diagonally from

front to rear up along the other
side. The tuming action of thi€
roller against the plate, plus the
forward motion of the tractor
pulls bolls from the stalk and
drops them in an augur-type con-
veyor which carries them to the
back of the tractor on either
side

Here another conveyor picks
them up and delivers them to
the belt-type elevator which is
in the center and lifts the cot-
fon into the trailer that is being
pulled behind

Chemical Fires Pose
Problem for Far

Fires from agricultural che-
m'cals pose special problems
for rural residents, And, the
Texas Safety Association be-
lieves that many farmers and
ranchers may not be familiar
with the hazards assoclated
with such fires,

The three types of hazards |
generally identified with agri-
cultural chemicals are 1) the
flammable or explosive nature
of some chem'cals or their
solvents, 2) toxic fumes, va-
pors, dusts and Uquids of cer-
tain chemicals and 3) possible
after-effects of spilling or dis~
persing chemicals into vegeta-
tion crops and farmyards, or
into wells and other water sup=
plies.

In case of a chemical fire,
the Assoclation suggests the
following precautions be taken:

~=ASsuma every fire is tox-
ic=producing,

~-~Evacuate everyone from |
the fire area and those Imme=
diately downwind of fire,

Emphysema - pronounced
em-fih-SEE-ma - 1is a serious
disease causing the lungs (c
become greatly enlarged. Act-
ually, it is derived from a Greek
word meaning * inflation,””
Simply speaking, this is what
happens when a person hasem-
physema. His lungs, which nor-
mally contract and expand --
{nhaling and exhaling air - begin
to lose their elasticity, When
this happens, air cannot be
completely expelled and some of
it remains in the lungs,
Emphysema may begin with
a slight morning and
evening inconvenience in breath

enough to bring on an attack
of breathlessness, As the
disease progresses, the person
works harder to inhale air, The
lungs may become over-
stretched, at the same time
becoming less efficient in ex-
changing oxygen for carbon
dioxide,

Unless promptly treated, the
lungs may be permanently da-
maged., A day - In, day - out
struggle to keep the lungs work-
ing can develop, every breath
requiring a major effort, The
ultimate hazard of emphysema,
however, is the extra load it
puts on the heart, which is re-
quired to pump harder and

Is emphysema a “‘catching’’
disease? The cause of this dis-
ease i1s not fully understood,
but many different things are
believed to contribute to its
slow development, These in-

clude chronic bronchitis, sev-
ere whopping cough early In
Iife, allergic asthma, repeated
pneumonia, air pollution and
smoking.

Today the
U.S, farmer produces enough
food and fiber for 45 people,
about 39 at home and 6 abroad. A
decade ago he supplied the agri-
cultural needs of only 24 peo-
ple.

Other problems of common
interest to farm and city re-
sidents are also cited by Pre-
sident Nixon in his Farm- City
Week proclamation. He said,
“With two - thirds of our po-
pulation crowded onto only two
per cent of the land, many of
our people are denied economic
opportunities, adequate living
space, health, cultural fulfill-
ment, and those spiritual values
without which no nation can
achieve greatness.

“The time for action is at
hand — for careful plans to be
formulated, and for decisions
to be made at local govern-
mental levels, to foster the im-
proved distribution of popu-
lation and accompanying eco-
nomic activity needed during the
decade of the 1970's and be-
yond.

Laying Hen Performance

Body weight can have more
effect on laying hen perfor-
mance than rations, according
to recemt research at Texas
A&M University.

The findings came out of
ALM’s 500 - day, second geno-
type environment performance
test.

Bill Doran of the Poultry
Science Department said the
trail was designed to study ef-
fects of body weight at hous-
ing (150 days of age) and type
of diet on various strains of
egg production - type birds.
Test birds came from United
States and Canadian breeders.

Three weight classes (light,
medium and heavy) and three
rations were tried. Ration 1
contained no Gallimycin (an an-
tibiotic) in the diet. Ration 2
contained 20 grams of Galli-
mycin per ton fed continu-
ously.

Ration 3 had 100 grams of
Gallimycin per ton fed the first
five days of each 28 - day
period. Birds receiving Ration
} were fed Ration 1 after the

Doran said the light weight
birds had the highest mortali-
ty, smallest egg size, poorest
hen - day egg production, and
they matured later than did the
medium and heavy weight birds,
I'he heavy weight birds laid the
largest eggs but had the poor-
est feed efficiency.

‘““Rations had little or no ef
fect on mortality, rate of lay,
average egg size or feed ef-
ficiency,” the poultry scientist
pointed out.

He said details of the tests
can be obtained free by writing
to the Poultry Science Depart-
ment, Texas AAM University,
College Station, Texas, 77843,
and asking for the ‘‘Final Re-
port of the Second Genetic En-
vironment Performance Test-
ing Program (1969-70),
