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JAIL ESCAPEE DIES FROMWOUND

Slaton Officer Shoots
Burglary Suspect Here

An attempted burglary here
Tuesday night ended {n the death
of a convict escapee from New
Mexico, when the fleeing sus-
pect was shot by a Slaton pol.
iceman in the alley behind
Champion Jewelry,

Dead on arrival at Method st
Hospital in Lubbock was Carl
George Davis, 33, of Cornell,
N.Y,, but who reportedly had
lived in Lubbock, He sustained
a wound In the head from the
officer’s .357 Magnum,

Patrolman Randall Holley,
22, sald he fired a warning shot
at the suspect, and then shot at
hm when he ““appeared to w»
reaching for a weapon in his
back pocket,'’ Police Chief Glen
Farmer, who commended the
young patrolman for his act-
fons, sald the victim had two
screwdrivers in hs back
pocket,

The Incident occurred about
11:30 p.m, Tuesday, and Davis
was pronounced dead onarrival
at the hospital by JP Arvin
itafford, The Slaton justice of
peace also ordered an autopsy.

Chief Farmer called in Lub-
bock County sheriff’s officersto

investigate the case, and Dist.

rict Attorney Blair Cherry also
investigated,

At a news conference Wed-
nesday morning, Farmer re-
lated the case as reported by
Holley and investigating offi-
cers:

Holley spotted & car parked
in the alley behind the jewelry
store and noted ‘‘unfamiliar’’
license plates. He drove on
through the alley and radiced
for a check on the plates, Hol-
ley then circled back into the
alley and stopped his patrol
car near the vehicle,

As he shined his flashlight
into the car and around it,
Holley sald he spotted a foot
under the car, near the left
front tire. He said he ident-
fled himself as a policemanand
told the suspect to come out,
Holley sald he shouted again
for Wim to come out, but the
suspect rolled out on the other
side of the car and started
running.

Holley said he fired a warn-
ing shot, then he saw the man
reach for ““something shiny in
his back pocket” The patrol-
man fired the second shot at

the suspect just before he

rounded the corner of a bulld-
ing. He then found the wounded
man and radioed for help,

Farmer said police found a
pry bar near the front of the
car, and that it matched pry
marks found on the back doors
of Pauline’s Flowers, Guest
Drug, and Champion Jewelry,
Entry had not been gained, how-
ever, in any of the buildings,

Police later learned that the
vehicle parked in the alley had
been stolen from a used car
lot in Lubbock about 7 p.m,
Tuesday. A motel-room key in
the victim's pocket was traced
to a Lubbock motel, Registered
for the room was Willlam Ja-
cobs, who was identified as a
man who escaped from the Por-
tales jall with Davis, Police
made an extensive search in
Slaton for the other escapee, but
no trace was found,

Farmer said the case would
be presented to the grand jury,
which is customary in cases of
this nature where a death isin-
volved,

The police chief said he had
a physician give patrolman Hol -
ley sedation Wednesday morn-
ing. ‘1 could see he was pretty
shook up,” Farmer sald,

Lubbock County’s official
population in the 1970 census
was 179,205-.up 14,7 percent
from the 1960 figure of
156,271 <~ the Bureau of Cen
sus, U, § Department of Com-
merce, reported this week,

The City of Lubbock popula
tion was reported at 149,101
leaving some 30,194 inall other
parts of the county,

Population and other charact-
eristics for metropolitan areas
and cities of more than 10,000
were listed in the advance re-
port, Further reports, giving
more extensive statistics and
official population for small
cities, will be published In fut-
ure months as the 1970 census
results are tabulated,

A preliminary count for Sla-
ton -- issued last summer -
showed & census of 6,151, This
total was 417 below the 1960
census,

In the advance report this
week, the official population
of the state was 11,196,730
up 16,9 percent from 1960, when
the population count was 9,-
879,677,

The 1970 census counted
164,457 white persons in Lub-
bock County, 91,7 percent of the
total; 13,626 Negroes,and1 212
persons of other races,In 1960,
92,0 percent of the population
was white,

The census showed 16,696
children under U years; 46,976
in ages 5 through 17; 104,266
people 18 through 64; and
11,357 who were 65 and older,
