On a more general note, Dr. 
Kottman said “ We take it for 
granted that modem drugs save 
m illions o f lives. We know also 
that some people have died 
through careless use or over­
dose of commonly used medici­
nal drugs. It Is paradoxical 
th ere fore  that nobody wants to 
ban penicillin because the al­
le rg ic  reaction to penicillin 
k ills  a great many more people 
each year than pesticides.

However, Dr. kottman con­
cedes that man does have a 
substantial capability to influ­
ence his Immediate environ­
ment. Agriculture also re­
cognizes this capability and is 
perfectly willing to assume Its 
part of the responsibility for 
taking rational action toward a 
livable atmosphere.

“ Narrow - row patterns al­
most necessitate an • the - 
bed or flat planting,”  says Dr. 
Robert M etier, area agrono­
mist with the Texaa Agricultur­
al Extension Service. The me­
thod of irrigation must be con­
sidered, too. Elat planting 
works well under sprinkler Irr i-  
gallon while an - the • bed 
planting Is recommended for 
hirrow Irrigation.

As far a* the planting rate la 
concerned, the agronomist 
points out that highest yields 
under irrigation have been ob­
tained from plaiting four to six 
good quality, aciddetinted seeds 
per foot o f row. On double rows 
this means abcxS 30 poindi per 
acre and from 60 to 65 pounds 
per acre for 10 - Inch d rill­
ed rows.

The fact o f the 
m atter Is that aspirin annually 
k ills  severa l times as many 
people as the moat dangerous at 
our pesticide!>. Aspirin killed 
ten tim es more people In 1961 
than did parathlm, and pa ra­
th Ion Is a dangerous pesticide 
In term s of human health for 
those who handle the product.”

As PCG Hoard Chairman Don 
Anderson o f Cronbyton recent­
ly stated brfore the Senate Com­
mittee on Environmental Mat­
ters  In Austin “ We are all 
Interested In maintaining max­
imum purity at the environ­
ment, but we must all agree as 
well on the need to continue 
producing adequate supplies 
food and fiber for our nation 
and others In the world. There­
fore any ban on use, or even 
restrlctiixis on use, of agricul­
tural chemicals should betaken 
only after Informed delibera­
tion and extreme caution.”

Metzer suggests that new p ro ­
ducers may first want to con­
sider planting In intermediate 
row widths or double rows 
rather than in the very narrow, 
gralndrllled row widths. Row 
widths 20 to 32 Inches apart 
or two rows an the conven­
tional 40 - Inch bed have of­
fered the moat consistent 
results, f urthermore, equip • 
ment adjustments are not as 
drastic, and present varieties 
have performed better in inter­
mediate row spacing*.

"Keeping planting rates low
is the key to successful nar­
row - rOw production on dry­
land,”  emphasizes Metzer. 
“  Producers should shoot for a 
plant population equivalent to 
one plant per square foot or 
43,560 plants per acre. This 
means about 15 poinds of de­
noted seed per acre for dry­
land production regardless at 
the row spacing used."

Generally, producers who 
plan to follow the narrow • 
row method of cotton produc­
tion can enjuy a little more 
flexib ility as ter a* the grow­
ing season Is concerned, adds 
the agronomist. Narrow - row 
varieties are generally small­
e r  In stature and require le ts  
tim e to reach maturity. So the 
growing season Is shortened 
somewhat. Thus producers can 
afford to wait a little lunger 
before planting without having 
to be concerned about the I wiz­
ard at an early freeze.

In some area l, certain plants 
may have to be sacrificed In 
order to save others, reminds 
Everett Jaime, Extension land­
scape horticulturist.

In general, plants used In the 
home landscape can be grouped 
as lawn and ground cover, shrub 
borders, flower beds and trees. 
.And since trees usually serve 
a multipurpose providing en- 
framement, backgrounds, and 
shade, they are diffucult to re­
place. Years sre  required to 
grow a tree large enough to be 
effective In the lands c a p e ;  
therefore, suggests Janne, It’ s 
wise to keep trees watered even 
if  It means sacrificing other 
choice plants. For, he adds, 
a lawn or shrub area can be 
replaced In a season or two 
with the return o f more favor­
able weather conditions.

Bast Gardening 
Plans Outlined

There's no foolpniuf plan for 
snow mg an attractive garden, 
but to ll preparation, fe rtill ra­
tion, watering, and the use of 
good plants are some practices 
that can help, according to Evor- 
ett Jannc. h i ten* ion landscape 
horticulturist.

Garden to lls should be loose 
and friable to prevent crusting 
during dry spells. Jaime recom ­
mends digging up the soil and 
working In plenty of spagnam 
peat moss. A layer o f three to 
four Inches should to applied ov­
er the tod and worked into the 
aoll to six or eight Inches.

1 • m in e r  should to mixed In 
when preparing the flower bed 
at the rate of two to three 
pounds of complete ferttlixer 
per 100 square feet. Jaime notes 
that a proper fc rtlliio r  should 
have an analysis of 8-8-8 or 
sim ilar type.

He adds that light monthly 
application* during the summer 
with thorough watering after 
each application will insure 
large plants with ample flowers.

Jione i l w  pointed out that 
young plants must be thorough­
ly waured at transplanting 
time. Plants should to watered 
regularly eacept during rainy 
periods. A thorough soaking ev­
ery five to seven days I* totter 
than a Ught daily application, 
according to the Landscape 
horticulturist.

Water Injected Into 
Furrows Helps Cotton

The Injection o f water Into 
the seed furrow at planting Is 
a practice that can help cotton 
grow ers in the drier cotton 
producing areas, according to 
Fred C. E lliott, Extension cot- 
tan specialist.

Water Injection Isn't a met­
hod of Irrigating cotton. Ell­
iott said that under dry con­
ditions there la usually sub­
surface moisture, but young

plants can't reach U because 
ther Isn't enough water for the 
seed to germinate.

If the Injected water can en­
able the cotton to reach the sub­
soil moisture, better stand* will 
occur, according to Elliott.

If the subsoil moisture la 
available, 30-40 p llon s  of water 
per acre may give the em erg- 
Ing cotton enough moisture to 
canM to a stand In drought con­
ditions. to  said.

The equipment needed for In­
jecting water consist* of Acrs- 
PUnt openers (the cmly plant 
openers designed for water In­

jection), a Geld nurse tank, a 
sprayer system on the tractor, 
k planter, and a conventional 
sprayer set-up similar to tor- 
blclds equipment.

Elliott said that at about 10 
pounds of pressure artth a tract­
or spaed of four and one-half 
mph, the 30-40 *  lions can be 
applied per acre to 40 Inch rows.

Beside* preventing s k I ppy 
stands, the Injection keeps pro­
ducers from  planting too deep 
and losing subsoil moisture. 
Another advantage Elliott point­
ed out I*  mare uniform em er­
gence because of the very  de­
sirable V trench the runner 
type opener provide* for the 
seed to fa il Into.
