Rain, More Rain Boost Cotton Prospects

Slaton Schools

Slaton area farmers actually
breathed a sigh of relief when

After eight straight days of
rainy weather, they were ready
for some hot, dry days so
that cotton crops could start
maturing. Rain measurements
ranged from 2 to 6 inches in

Rain was still falling insome
parts of the South Plains Tues-
day, and a 20 percent possi-
bility of showers was forecast
for the region Wednesday, New
Deal was blitzed by a rain-
driven storm Tuesday, and Sil-
verton recorded a 5-inch down-
pour., A trace was recorded at
Lubbock, but Slaton was on the
edge of the thunderstorm act-
ivity.

Slaton recorded light show-
ers Monday, after a half inch
or more was reported Sunday
morning, The city recorded
about 1 inch of rala in a heavy
downpour Friday, and light
showers followed on Saturday,
The city had recorded an inch
or more of rain in showers
the first part of last week,

The National Weather Ser-
vice at Lubbock reported rain
for 12 of 17 days this month,
and Lubbock had recorded 2,56
inches--the most ever recorded
for the first part of August,

Most farmers around theim-
mediate Slaton area reported
cotton crops in ‘“‘great shape’’,
needing only some dry, hot
weather to really put the icing
on the cake., That, along with
a late freeze date, of course,

Temperatures were unsea-
sonably cool for the first part
of August, High the past week
was a reading of 86 degrees
on Friday. Maximum temper-
ature Saturday and Sunday was
only 74 degrees. Low reading
for the week was 62 degrees
last Thursday morning.

The cool weather has slow-
ed cotton fiber development
considerably, according to ag-
ricultural officials, Much of the
cotton, especially that planted
in June, may be pushedto reach
maturity before frost, officlals
warn., Prudent use of irrigation
water during the remainder of
the season is of utmost im-
portance, they add,

AUSTIN -- Little noticed dur -
ing the 62nd Legislature was
the passage and signing into
law on May 19, 1971, by Gov-
ernor Preston Smith of House
Bill 615, which amends the

for Southwestern Public Service
Company until his death in 1969,
The name change to South-
western Public Service Com-
pany came in 1925, which was
also the year that expansion
began with the purchase of elec-
tric systems In Artesia and
Carlsbad,

1925 was also the year the
company first began operations
in Texas, with the purchase of
the electric systems in Amar-
illo, Pampa and Panhandle,

The 1920's are the most in-
teresting years inthe elactrical
development of this region,

The region was then, bas-
lcally, a cluster of small towns,
each of which had its own in-
adequate, and usually antiquat-
ed, electric supplier, There
were few, If any interconnect-
fons, with other communities
or electric systems, Most of the

towns were only large enough
to be served by a single cir-
cuit, and if something happened
the whole town was out of power
until it was repaired,

This was an era which also
brought some communities
electric service for the first
time, In late 1926, for example,
Southwestern bulltatransmiss-
lon line from A marillo to Pampa
and brought electric service
to White Deer, Texas for the
first ime - on Christmas Eve,

There was still considerable
fragmentation insofar as elec-
tric service was concerned and
parts of seven companies, each
of them a subsidiary of at least
one holding company were
serving throughout the area.

It was apparent, then, that
the electric service needs of
the area ocould be met even
more efficiently and econom-
ically if it sere served by a
single, independent, operating
company, devold of holding
company ties, locally managed
and immediately responsive to
area needs,

In short, the region, which
had fairly common agricultural
and business bonds, lent itself
to Integration, in the electrical
sense of that word,

The Public Utility Holding
Company Act of 1935 and co-
operation between government
and business made this integra-
tion possible,

The holding company sub -
sidlaries which had been serv-
ing the region were merged
into a single entity, South -
western Public Service Com-
pany, anindependent, integrated
operating company, It was the
first such company, incident-
ally, to result from the appli-
cation of the Holding Company
Act,

Thus it was, as the area
embarked on the most rapid
period of its growth - immed-
lately following World war 11,
it was served by a single elec-
tric supplier prepared to meet
the electric service needs that
growth brought on,

Southwestern serves a 45,000
square mile area which starts
in the southwest corner of Kan-
sas, crosses the Oklahoma and
Texas Panhandles, moves down
onto the South Plains of the Lone
Star state and then moves west-
ward to include the Pecos Valley
and Clovis-Portales regions of
New Mexico,

There haven't been any power
shortages In this area in the

past and the folks at South -
western don’'t envision any in
the future, To make their vis-
lons become reality, the com-
pany is adding to its investment
at an average anmual rate of
$20-million, The total invest-
ment will pass the 500-million
dollar mark in the early 70's,
Incidentally, 1t was 39-million
dollars, the total Investment,
that is, when the company took
its present form in 1942,

The ecological and environ-
mental problems that have
haunted some utilities have not
yet interfered with Southwest-
ern’'s progress, and, assuming
a4 reasonable approach to the
environment and ecology, they
shouldn’t in the future, either,

Southwestern is working to
retain the fresh water re -
sources of the region, and at
two of its power plants, Nichols
Station, near Amarillo, and
Jones Station, Southeast of Lub-
bock, uses reclaimed sewage
effluent as cooling water, This
conservation practice saves
6,000,000 gallons of fresh water
a day and that's enough to meet
the needs of a city in the 20,000
range population bracket,

The oceans of the world will
provide the fuel source for
electric generation in the fut-
ure, If research in which South-
western is participating comes
to fruition,

This would be ther monuclear
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fusion, the fusion of light atoms
into heavier elements, and a
chil®s pall of seawater would
provide enough fuel to generate
the electricity for the average
home for a year,

There is, incidentally, more
energy avallable from the hy-
drogen atoms In 7 1/2 square
miles of seawater than fromall
the fossil fuel reserves In the
world, and that, initself, makes
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the research exciting.
Meanwhile, getting back down
to earth and the electric power
business for today and to-
morrow, The crystal ball
gazers are saying that the
American people are going to
demand as much electric energy
in the next ten years as they
have used in the last 90, That
would be 18-trillion kilowatt-
hours, and it looks like this
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when you put all the zeros on
it - 18,000,000,000,000,
Southwestern’s share of that
load is still an unknown quan-
tity but on their record in the
past, we can be confident they'll
meet it - with power in reserve,
