MORI n o n  Allowing
peanuts lo mature properly 
before harsesting is the key 
to higher profits, says an 
aconomist for the Texas 
Agricultural F.xtcnsion Ser­
vice Mature peanuts sell for 
more than two-and-a-half 
times as much money per 
pound as the immature*. 
They also weigh more and 
give a better yield per acre.

The poisonous nature of a 
plant is caused by the 
presence of one or more 
kinds of substances.

plants: selenium, for ex­
ample. may be found in some 
species of loco weed s , or 
potassium nitrate may be 
present in oals.

To the aserage person, the 
term “ poisonous p la n t"  
suggests one that poisons 
upon contact, causing a mild 
or severe dermatitis or skin 
irritation. Texas certainly 
has its fair share of Ihe plants 
known to be capable of 
causing such irritations, say 
State Health Departm ent 
officials. Possibly the most 
familiar are the leaves, bark, 
and fruit of poison ivy and 
poison oak.

Bui did you know that 
hairy leaves and stems of 
parsnip and lady slippers, 
the milky juice of spurges, 
and the leaves of the 
cultivated primrose are also 
causes of dermatitis? Lily 
bulbs and stalks, stinging 
nettles, and vanilla beans 
likewise have toxic qualities, 
and are capable of producing 
severe skin irritations.

Most poisonous plants art- 
harmful only when they are 
eaten . In the case of 
nitrate-containing plants, the 
nitrate content is reduced to 
the toxic substance. This 
substance then enters the 
blood stream and changes 
the red pigment of the blood 
in such a way that if is 
incapable of transporting  
oxygen to body tissues. The 
result is suffocation.

Poisonous mushrooms, 
mostly toadstools, cause 
more than 100 fatalities in 
this country each year. 
Daffodil bulbs, larkspur 
seeds, lily of the valley 
flowers, and jasmine berries 
are all harmful if eaten. So, 
tew. arc the leaves of the 
poinscttia and the oleander 
bush, and all parts of 
buttercups, rhododendrons, 
and laurels In some plants.

Cotton Suit Filed In
A ault against Bight Ok­

lahoma farmers was filed 
in Lubbock'i U. S. Dtatrtct 
Court today by the l ut.twck 
baaed firm of Plaina Cotton 
cooperative Aaaoclatloii 
(PCCAX

The ault aeeka an injunc­
tion to prevent a breech of 
contract on delivery of 
cotton sold to PCCA by the 
farm ers, and requests a 
temporary restraining o r­
der enjoining the farm ers 
from selling the cotton to 
tny other merchant.

Announcement of the suit 
was made by L  C, Lnfred, 
president of the board of 
directors of PCCA.

According to l  nfred, the 
suit was brought about after 
the Association received a 
letter from attorneys re- 
(iresenttng the farm ers 
which Indicated they would 
not honor the contracts.

Fvldently some farm ers 
believe that a rise in price 
level after a crop contract 
has been signed results tn 
a windfall profit for the 
cotton buyer. According 
to l  nfred this Is not true. 
“ Our association, like 
moat of the merchants in 
this area, have sold quan­
tities of cotton equal toan- 
ttrlja ted  receipts from our 
contracted acreage at the 
time the contracts were 
signed. We have to honor 
our contract with the tex­
tile mills at the lower price 
that prevailed st the time 
the sale was made. This 
is the same thing we are 
asking of the farm er.

“ In past years this has 
enabled us to honor our 
contracts, even whan 
prices st harvest urn# were 
below the level guaranteed 
to our members’*.

Lnfred went on to say 
It waa with deep regret 
that the suit was filed.
only particu lar parts arc 
toxic. A classic example is 
the rhubarb which has a 
perfectly edible stalk, but 
contains a deadly poison in 
the leaf.

Contact poisoning can be 
prevented best by learning to 
recognize the p lants and 
avoiding them. Of course, it 
is always prudent to wear 
protective clothing such as 
leggins and gloves when 
venturing into areas where 
poison plants are known to 
flourish.

If you are exposed to a 
poisonous plant, immediate­
ly u ash the contact area with 
laundry soap and water to 
remove toaic resins.

M easures can also he 
taken to prevent the acciden­
tal eating of plants. Keep 
children away from plants 
and teach them not to chew 
plant stems or to put plant 
parts, such as bem es or 
bulbs, in their mouths.

If your child does eat a 
plant, and you are uncertain 
w hether it is poisonous, 
immediately call a doctor 
He, in turn, will contact one 
of the 22 Poison Control 
Centers near you for emer­
gency medical and antidote 
information. Take your child 
to the Emergency Room of 
the nearest hospital, and if 
possible, bring a piece of the 
suspected plant with you so it 
can be analyzed for possible 
toxic substances.

“ And we have to agree 
with the Secretary on both 
counts," says bone Id 
Johnson, Executive Vice 
President of Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., Lubbock. 
•‘There are in fact strong 
indications that world de­
mand for cotton, wheat and 
feed grains will continue 
to provide good markets, 
assuming no further 
government interference 
with exports. Therefore 
the rtsk of overproduction 
and disaster prices does 
not appear to be great.

Nevertheless there Is a 
tegree of risk, particularly 

in view of the market's 
dependence on foreign pur­
chases,’ be adds. “ And 
the Secretary ts correct 
when he says the Govern­
ment la accepting ‘a part* 
of that risk. But farm ers 
too will be accepting x great 
deal of risk, and the re­
spective risks of each 
should be clearly under­
stood."

Tor cotton, the Govern­
ment assumes a part of 
the risk under the 1974 
farm program in two ways. 
Producers, first,a re  guar­
anteed a “ target price" 
tor the production from 
allotted acreage (not total 
acreageX Second, the Gov­
ernment provides pro­
ducers with a price support 
loan of 25.26 cents per 
pound, basts Middling- 
tnch, 3.5 to 4.9 micronaire 
at average location, on all 
of their production.

The target price will be 
39 cents per pound. Pro­
ducer payments, in the 
event of a market break, 
will be the difference be­
tween this target and the 
average price paid to 
farmers for all cotton sold 
la 1974.

“ TMs of course means," 
Johnson cautions, "that 
when a payment is Involved 
farm ers who sell their 
cotton for s price below 
the national average will 
have a total return below 
M rents."

Should cotton prices, na­
tional I >, hold al or above 
M oeats, there would be 
no payment. In this event 
the most significant pro­
vision of the cotton 
program tor next year 
would be the built-la taaur- 
teev feature which protects 
producers against total fi­
nancial loss la the event

If producers are unable 
to plant because of drought, 
flood or other abnormal 
weather conditions, they 
will receive a payment of 
11-2/3 cents per pound on 
the payment yield (pro­
jected yield) from their 
allotment.

Also, should abnormal 
weather after planting 
reduce total production 
from the farm to less than 
66-2/3 percent of expected 
yield (payment yield times 
allotted acres), the pro- 
ducer will get the same 
payment rate per pound on 
the difference.

The producer’s part uf 
the rtsk is obvious. If 
the "target price’ system 
will not provide total return 
equal to production costs, 
he ts risking the amount 
of the deficiency on his a l­
lotted acreage.
