Another bomb hoax — 
the second in recent months 
*- emptied the high school 
building Wednesday just 
before noon, giving students 
the rest of the day off But 
M the caller was expecting 
Rome free time off, he could 
be frustrated, because high 
•chool students will have lo 
make up the missed time by 
attending classes this Satur­
day morning.

Mrs. Troyce Wood re­
ceived a telephone call at 
Ihc Slaton school adminis­
trative offices about 11:10 
a m Wednesday. The call­
er. a male, said there was a 
bomb in the high school 
building, and hung up. No 
time for anv explosion was 
given.

Principal M W Kerr and 
Slaton Police Dept, were 
notified and the building 
was evacuated A search by 
police and firemen turned 
up nothing, hut Chief of 
Police Ered Clark. Kerr and 
Supt. J. C. McClesky decid­
ed that students should mil 
be allowed lo return to the 
building Wednesday after­
noon. since the building 
search could not he thor­
ough in such a short time.

Supt. McClesky said that 
high school siudents must 
report at 9 a m. Saturday to 
their third period classes. 
Classes of one hour will he 
continued through I p.m. 
with no lime out for lunch, 
making up the missed third, 
fourth, fifth and sixth period 
classes. He explained that 
this is necessary, since the 
Texas Education Agency 
reoutres that students al- 

«tend all classes for I HO 
days, and Slaton already 
has used up all of its time 
out of classes.

Any further classes 
missed in the fulure for the 
same reason also will he 
made up on Saturdays, 
school officials said. Stu- 
dents in other schools, of 
course, do not have lo go to 
classes this Saturdav

During 1973. reports the 
Veterinary Public Health 
Division of the State Health 
Department, there were 271 
laboratory confirmed animal 
rabies cases in Texas. This 
is a decrease from the 343 
cases reported in 1972 but 
»"•! a sizable figure. The 
Stale Health Department 
furnished 72| am,rabies 
ircaimem series to people 
of Ihe state in 1973.

Only a small fraction of 
of confirmed 

rabies appeared in pels 
But. during I97J. , Cven 
d‘>K' and 18 ca t. had 
confirmed rabies cases 
M"si pel owners are ex­
tremely lax about having 
their cats vaccinated.

Forty cases of rabies 
were confirmed in livestock 
dur,nR five more
caves than were reported 
'he previous year. Cattle 
accounted for 23 cases, 
horses 16 cases and sheep 
one case.

Rabies in livestock can be 
a dangerous situation for 
both farmers and ranchers 
and for veterinarians Oficn 
•" attempting to d.agn..se 
an animal's illness, a person 
will expose himself to ra 
b»c%.

Wildlife produced ihe 
largest number of rabies 
cases last year. Two hun 
dred six rabies cases were 
confirmed m wildlife, and 
skunks headed (he list with 
more than half ihe total. 
.Skunks accounted for 140

cases, foxes 31 cases and 
bats 2b cases. Rabies also 
was found in raccoons, 
bobcats, coyotes and ring­
tails.

Which brings up another
good point. If you observe 
any wild animal acting 
strangely, with no fear of 
man. keep away from it. 
Also train your children to 
avoid animals in the wild. 
These friendly animals 
could be rabid. It's a sure 
bet that something is wrong 
if they don’t flee from man.

Rabies appeared in 97 
Texas counties last year, 
and suspected rabies speci­
men were sent into State 
Department of Health Lab­
oratories from all sections of 
the state. In facl. 6,757 
specimens were received by 
Health Department labora­
tories for rabies examina­
tions.

Rabies may be of little 
concern to the average 
person these days, hut to 
vour State Health Depart­
ment and local health de­
partments rabies still is a 
very serious matter. You 
can do your part to insure 
the safety of your family 
and friends by having all 
pels vaccinated against this

Some of his most popular 
titles included "Saintly Hyp­
ocrites and Honest Sin­
ners," "Ten Nights in a 
Barroom," "The Awakening 
of John Slater" and "Laugh 
That Off." In the 30's he 
added several Broadway 
hits to the repertoire, such 
as "The Family Upstairs," 
"Skidding," and "Tom ­
my."

A performer as well as a 
producer. Harley played an 
important role in each of the 
plays, usually as the country 
bumpkin who outwitted the 
city slickers, and sometimes 
as "C. Siring." an old man 
comic whose make-up in­
cluded a bald wig with a 
white fringe of hair, wire-

rimmed glasses, a white 
goatee and a cane

The company, which often 
numbered as many as 40 
persons, including the or­
chestra and the members of 
Sadler's own family (his 
wife Billie and his daughter 
Gloria), usually traveled by 
motorcade, and played 
many of the same towns on 
the same date year after 
year.

Noted for his generosity 
and public spirit. Sadler 
attended local civic clubs, 
church services, and school 
functions wherever he went, 
points out Suranne de Pauw 
Ricker, graduate student at 
Texas Tech, in her master's 
thesis entitled "Harley Sad 
ler and His Own Com 
pany."

"Everywhere Harley Sad 
ler and His Own Company 
went." writes Mrs Kicker, 
"they were welcome.

HELPING HOUSE PLANTS
House plants that aren't 

growing well are often 
suffering from such things 
as foliar and root diseases, 
restricted root growth, im­
proper watering, and poor 
light and fertility manage­
ment.

Mount McKinley Na­
tional Park in Alaska, and 
Grand Canyon National Park 
in Arizona At Grand Can 
von. an expanded bus fleet
