BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY

to any existing building or edifice, on 
uny lot within the limits of the city 
of Slaton, Texas, u.thout first hav­
ing obtained from the City a permit 
to build such house, building or edi­
fice, or to move such building to suid 
lot.

Section 2. That it shall be the duty 
of any person, firm or corporation 
preparing to build, erect, add to, or 
move any character of building to 
submit pluns and specifications of 
same to the City Secretary of the 
City of Slaton, who shall, if he ap­
proves same, issue to such person, 
firm or corporation a permit allow­
ing him or them to build or make 
such addition.

Fosters Weekly 
Weather Bulletin

YYanhington, Nov. 15.--One of the 
greatest atorin periods within a year 
will occur during the week centering 
on Ghrixtmaa day. In that great 
storm all the radical causes—and 
then some- that terminated in that 
destructive tornado in the middle 
Southwest Nov. 4, will he combined in 
the beanm of destruction that will 
aweep the country during the holi­
days. The principal cause centers on 
Christmas day, but as there will be 
five causes from Dec. 23 to 2(1 the ex- 
art date and place where and when 
the great storm will break cannot he 
determined. These great destroyers 
are of the same nature as a thunder 
storm, with clouds rushing toward a 
center armed with their thunder holts. 
Neither can the kind of storm now he 
determined; much depends on where 
it strikes. It may he a blizzard or a 
flood, a tornado or a hurricane. The 
season suggests a great winter storm, 
with the piercing arrows of the bliz- 
turd in one section an dthe balmy 
day of an auhumnat Indian summer 
in another. But prepare for great 
Weather extremes during the Christ­
mas holidays. Local forecasts follow:

See. 1. North of 47, between 00 
and Rockies* crest; lowest tempera­
tures Nov. 20 and 27, highest 25 and 
,30; average near normal; most se­
vere storms and most precipitation 
near 20; about normal precipitation.

Sec. 2. North of 47, cast of 90; 
lowest temperatures 22 and 29, high­
est 20 and Dec. 2; average warmer 
than usual; most severe storms and 
most precipitation near 2H; normal 
precipitation.

Sens .*L Between 39 and 47 and be­
tween 00 and Rock «* ’ crest; highest 
temperatures IK and 24, lowest 21 
and 27; average warmer than usual; 
mos tsevere storms and most precipi­
tation near 24; normal precipitation.

Nec. I. East of 90. between latitudes 
39 and 47; highest temperatures 19 
and 23, lowest 21 and 25; average 
warmer than usual; most severe 
storms and most precipitation near 
29; about normal precipitation.

S«t . 5. Slaton and vicinity. South 
of 39. between 90 and Rockies’ crest; 
lowest temperature- 20 and 20. high­
est 24; average near normal; most 
severe storm* and mo*t precipitation 
near 26; near normal precipitation.

Sec. 6- South of 29. east of 90; 
highest temperatures IK and 27; low­
est 22 and Dec. 1; cooler than usual; 
most severe storm* and most precipi­
tation near 27; normal precipitation.

S«>c. 7. North of 431-2, west of 
Rockies’ crest; lowest temperatures 
IK and 25, highest 22 and 29; average 
warmer than usual; most severe 
storms and most precipitation near 
24; near norma! precipitation.

See H South of 43 1-2 to Mexicnn 
line; west of Rockies’ crest; lowest 
temperatures IS and 25, highest 22 
and 2H; average unusually warm; 
most severe storms and most precipi­
tation near 23; normal precipitation.

I know of a vast change in crop- 
weather that will greatly affect i»g- 
riculluml intt*iv of Tu*nrlv nil of 
North America in 1921. but I am not 
yet able to see how I can best deal 
with that important matter There 
are several large sections of this con­
tinent in which farmers have be­
come discourag -d nad are preparing 
to make a change; some of them will 
change at the wrong time and they 
will move into other sections that 
have been pre sperous, but, in the 
great chang* of 1924. will meat with 
disaster on acc >unt of crop failure. I 
sincerely wish that the agricultural 
departments of America and Canada 
knew what I know on this subject. 
They could sav« much loss and many 
disasters. I have no well matured 
plans on this matter Governmt nts 
usually persecute rather than aid in­
dependent science, while great d.s- 
•oeerie* are m ule almost entirely by 
independent scientists.

THE TRAFFIC ORDINANCE.

Slaton ha* u new traffic ordi­
nance. It in published elsewhere 
in the Slatonite. Familiarise 
yourself with it so that when you 
are cant'd upon to face the City 
Recorder you will understand why 
you are there.

It is not our desire to be placed 
in the attitude of a critic, hut—

M hy in the sam hill didn’t the 
city attorney, when he drafted 
this ordinance, include tractors, 
motorcycles, bicycles, carriages, 
buggies, wagons, or any other ve­
hicle?

Does a person driving a team, 
a huge tractor, motorcycle or bi­
cycle have any more right to turn 
in the middle of a block, drive on 
the left side of the street or park 
alongside the curb or sidewalk 
than a person driving an auto­
mobile or truck?

It occurs to us that the city 
attorney in drafting this ordi­
nance has discriminated against 
persons driving automobiles and 
trucks, and grants special privi- 
leges to drivers of tractors, mo­
torcycles, bicycles, wagons, bug­
gies and carriages.

Under the terms of this ordi­
nance it would also be impossi- 
for a truck to back up to the 
sidewalk in order to unload with­
out violating the law.

Neither does it make provision 
for reservation of spare in front 
of business houses.

Neither does it include the ob­
struction of fire pluga.

( nder the terms of this ordi­

nance "parking” would mean to 
stop your car at any given point 
for any length of time. In that 
event a person would violate the 
law whin stopping alongside the 
curb or sidewalk at »  filling sta­
tion to get his car filled.

It’s true that Slaton has long 
ago shed its swaddling clothes 
and is fast assuming the airs and 
p r opo r l kmis of ■ grown-up city, 
and we need lots of legislation, 
but let’s not bgislate in favor of 
one class and against another.

A little legislation to keep 
members of the whittle and spit 
club from parking themselves on 
ledges of show windows about the 
business houses would also he a 
law that would immortalize the 
city dads for all time to come.
